 *Any returned check will result in a $35.00 returned check fee, *Must pay for classes at time of sign up or leave an endorsed check at the entry booth.  *No open tabs allowed. *Must show in 4 out of 5 shows for year-end awards.  *No refunds for jumping classes unless horse or rider becomes ill or lame and cannot compete.   *We must request that all dogs be kept on a leash and we highly discourage them from being in the clubhouse kitchen and dining area.   *Smoking will not be permitted in the riding ring or the practice ring area.

If competing for a year-end award you don’t need to be a member of BVRC in order to win.  However you need to nominate a division (1 horse/1 Rider combination) in which you wish to accumulate points and you must show at 4 of the 5 shows to be eligible.  You can compete for the all-around belt buckle by showing in 1 Halter class and/or 1 Showmanship class, and a combination of English & Western classes.

Directions

From the North – Follow Rt. 15 South to West Milton exit.  Turn left (west) and go approximately 5 miles, then turn right onto Gessner Road.  Go 2/10 mile to “y” and bear left, continue ¼ mile.

From the South – Follow Rt. 15 North to West Milton exit.  Turn left (west) and go approximately 5 miles, then turn right onto Gessner Road.  Go 2/10 mile to “y” and bear left, continue ¼ mile.

From the East – Follow Rt. 642 through Danville, Milton and West Milton.  Continue heading West approximately 5 miles, then turn right onto Gessner Road.  Go 2/10 mile to “y” and bear left, continue ¼ mile.

From the West – Follow Rt. 45 East through Mifflinburg and Vicksburg.  After seeing the sign for Driesbach Church (on Right) turn left onto Johnson Mill Rd.  Go approximately 2 mile to stop sign and go straight across Rt. 192.  Continue approximately 3 mile to stop sign in Mazeppa and turn right onto Col. John Kelly Rd.  Take 1st left onto Spruce Run Rd. (sign for Kuhn’s Br. Lumber).  Follow Spruce Run Rd. to the right (at “y”) continue on, crossing two bridges in a row (road changes name to Crossroads Dr.).  Turn left onto Gessner Rd.  Go 2/10 mile to “y” and bear left, continue ¼ mile.
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
