MIDWESTERN INFECTIOUS DISEASES CLUB (MIDC)

BYLAWS AND ORGANIZATION PURPOSE

ARTICLE I.

Organization Name
Section 1:
The official name of this organization shall be the Midwestern Infectious Diseases Club (MIDC).

Section 2:

The group shall be not-for-profit.

Section 3:
The group shall abide by the applicable rules and policies of Midwestern University and its colleges (Chicago College of Pharmacy, Chicago College of Osteopathic Medicine and College of Health Sciences) pertaining to college organizations.

ARTICLE II.
PURPOSE OF ORGANIZATION

Section 1:
To provide an interdisciplinary organization comprised of students from various healthcare professions dedicated to promoting the appropriate and rational use of antimicrobial agents and combating the developing prevalent problem of resistance.

Section 2:
To facilitate interaction among students interested in the area of infectious diseases research, clinical diagnosis, treatment approaches, bioterrorism and rational antimicrobial selection.

Section 3:
To provide a forum for the presentation of topics pertinent to infectious diseases for the general membership and non-members.

Section 4:
To make available a journal club where students interested in presenting infectious diseases-related information can do so.

Section 5:
To compile and create an information service on topics relating to infectious diseases, antimicrobial resistance and bioterrorism, such as roles and responsibilities of various healthcare professionals, emergency preparedness and response, and the latest in clinical diagnostics and treatment approaches.

Section 6:
To expose members and non-members to individuals and their respective career paths in the area of infectious diseases.

ARTICLE III.
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:
Membership shall be open to all students of Midwestern University and its colleges (Chicago College of Pharmacy, Chicago College of Osteopathic Medicine and College of Health Sciences) who possess an interest in infectious diseases.

Section 2:
Membership shall be established by joining MIDC.

ARTICLE IV.
OFFICERS

Section 1:
The officers shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section 2:
All officers must be enrolled at Midwestern University and one of its colleges (Chicago College of Pharmacy, Chicago College of Osteopathic Medicine and College of Health Sciences).

Section 3:
Officers shall be elected by majority vote at the May meeting and shall subsequently serve for one year.

Section 4:
A faculty advisor shall be chosen by the founding members of the organization.

Section 5:
In the event that the faculty advisor can no longer serve in his or her position, the organization shall select a new faculty advisor.

Section 6:
In the event that an officer is unable to complete their term, the organization shall solicit nominations within one week and decide upon a replacement officer within 2 weeks by a majority vote.

Section 7:
The executive committee will be comprised of the officers and the faculty advisor.

ARTICLE V.
DUES

Section 1:
There will be no dues required to obtain membership in the organization.

ARTICLE VI.
MEETINGS

Section 1:
The officers shall meet on a monthly basis.

Section 2:
Members will be invited to attend at least 4 meetings throughout the academic year or more often as scheduling permits and special events/presentations are made available.

Section 3:
Members shall be notified at least 7 days in advance of all scheduled member meetings and special presentations/events.

Section 4:
Decisions of the organization shall be enacted by a majority vote of the membership present.

ARTICLE VII.
AMENDMENT OF BYLAWS

Section 1:
Any proposed changes shall be proposed and may be discussed at any regularly scheduled meeting of the membership and/or officers.

Section 2:
Decisions of the organization shall be enacted by a majority vote of the membership present.
