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10.1/question 1 Analyze the similarities and differences in the Judeo-Christian and Greco-Roman views of law, faith, and duties of the individual.

In a Judeo-Christian world everyone is equal.  There is no man that is better, smarter, or more powerful than any other is.  In a Greco-Roman world, their views can be different at times and similar in other parts.  Greco-Romans value the law as do Judeo-Christians, but it is how they value the law that they differ in this category.
