Rand as her own objectivist hero

Born 1905 in Russia

At age 12 she went through the Russian revolution

She went from wealthy to having nothing.

When she turned 21 she got a travel visa to come to America to visit cousins.

Left family behind and stayed in America.

Capitalism is key in her philosophy

She moves to Hollywood and works in the movie business

She writes Broadway, screen play, and novels.

 Her writing got her a lot of fame and fortune

She had it difficult, but she eventually succeeded and sold millions of dollars worth of books.

Part of producing, she started trading her product and did not just stop after she profited.

All the money from her book sales go strait to the Ayn Rand institute.


She was put into a position where her whole life was going to be controlled and mashed together with other people, and would have to work as an equal with others.  She did not believe in that.  In fact she believed in capitalism and communism was the total opposite of that.
2112 as an objectivist song-

Objectivism

Objectivism is a philosophy that was created by Ayn Rand as a way to live.  It is about how you are supposed to make yourself happy before others.  You are supposed to create and invent new things and then share them with others.  It consists of three components that allow happiness to occur.  The first one is rational selfishness.  This allows the person to want to better themselves above others, or before others.  They must be selfish for the individual to look after their own needs and wants.  In the novels the characters are usually put into a position where their selfishness is at stake.  Rational knowledge is the second component that is even more important than that of the first one.  Rational knowledge it the knowledge that you have that no one else has.  You are the only one with the ability to create and/or produce this knowledge or item.  One cannot know anything that it irrational and useless.  Nothing can be real if it is not experienced through the senses.  If one cannot hear, smell, taste, touch, or see then it is not real or useful.  The gaining of rational knowledge is the only way for a person or character to be aware of the world and themselves.  In the novel the rational knowledge that Equality has is the knowledge of the electricity or power that he just created.  He had the knowledge that no one else in the society had, therefore he had to go out an produce it to better his society and himself.  Producing and sharing is the final step of objectivism.  This allows for the knowledge of the person to be spread around and put to good use by other people.  In objectivism, it makes no sense for a person to keep their invention or idea bottled up inside and never gets put to good use.  Sharing allows for the world to be enlightened by this product and it will better the world and not just yourself.  In the book, Equality tries to share his invention of electricity when he goes to the council and tries to get them to except it.
