Chapter 5

Section 1

Minoan Civilization-

a) This civilization’s success is due to trade, not conquest.

b) The royalty of this civilization lived in houses called Knossos left paintings behind, which in return left clues as to how they lived.
c) By 1400 B.C, the Minoan civilization had disappeared and archeologists are not sure of the cause.

Rulers of Mycenae-

a) These people were Indo-European, like the Aryans who came into India.

b) These were also sea traders that traded with big countries like Sicily, Italy, Egypt and Mesopotamia.

c)  They were best remembered for their part in the Trojan War.  
The Age of Homer- 
a) Homer was a blind poet that wrote the epic poems The Odyssey and the Iliad.  

b) His tales were passed down from generation to generation and finally written down.

c) Both of his works have been around for 3,000 years or more and have inspired many European writers.

Looking Ahead

a) For centuries the Greeks lived in isolated villages after the Dorian’s had invaded.

b) The Greeks had no writing and limited contact from the outside world.
c) Over time, the stories about the Mycenae and the Crete changed and became part of their own heritage and history.

Section 2

Geography: The Greek Homeland

a) Greece is part of the Balkan Peninsula, which extends southward into the east Mediterranean Sea.

b) This peninsula is divided by mountains and isolated by valleys.  Along with this peninsula there are many islands off the rugged coast of Greece.

c) Due to the geography, many city-states were cut off from each other and this resulted in wars that broke out between rival neighboring city-states.  But the resource of the water and land benefited the Geeks a lot.
The Polis

a) A polis is the Greeks unique version of the city-state.  It was built on two levels and at the top of a hill stood the acropolis, or the high city, that was dedicated to the gods and goddesses. 

b) The first ruler of the polis was a king.  They had a monarchy as the first form of government.
c) Changes in military power and technology contributed to the increase of power in the middle class.

Sparta: A Nation of Warriors

a) At age 7 Spartan would be trained to be a warrior and be trained to suffer.  The newborns would be inspected and the healthy one would be raised and the sickly ones would be left to die.  They were no use to the Spartans.

b) Even the women had a rough up bringing.  As a part of their society, they were expected to give birth to and raise healthy sons.

c) The Spartans isolated themselves from other Greek groups because they did not approve of trade and wealth did not want their citizens to travel and did not have any use for their new ideas.

Athens: A Limited Democracy

a) Athens government evolved from a monarchy just like many other Greek city-states.  They had a democracy that was ruled by the wealthy nobles.

b) Many of the ordinary citizens resented the fact that Athens was ruled by the wealthy nobles.

c) Solon was appointed archon, or chief official, in 594 B.C.  Athenians gave Solon permission to proceed to make any reforms that he could to change the hands of the power and create an equal place.

d) Women in Athens had no role in the public life.  This was common among other city-states as well.  Although some Greeks disagreed that women should be left out, most agreed with the way life was back then.
Forces of Unity

a) Like most of the other ancient civilizations, the Greeks were polytheistic.

b) They believed that these gods lived on the top of Mount. Olympus in northern Greece.  The most powerful god was Zeus.  

c) The Greeks felt superior to the non-Greeks and called them barbario, or people who did not speak Greek. 
Section 3

The Persian Wars

a) By 500 B.C. Athens had emerged the wealthiest city-state.  

b) The Persians conquered land all the way from Asia Minor to Ionia.  They soon would crush the cities that rebelled against the conquer. 

c) The Persians out numbered the Athenians 2 to 1 but the Athenians overwhelmed the Persians, resulting in them retreating back to their ships and a victory for the Athenians.

Athens in the Age of Perciles

a) Perciles believed that all male citizens, weather they were wealthy or poor should participate in the government.
b) He believed that Athenian citizens held a special responsibility.

c) Athens prospered during the age of Perciles.  Many new temples and the old remains of the city came to life because of Perciles.

Greek Against Greek

a) Many of the other Greek city-states resented the power that Athens had.

b) Despite its power and domination, Athens had extreme geographic disaster.
c) The Peloponnesian war ended the Athenian power house and the period of greatness.
Section 4

Lovers of Wisdom

a) Greek thinkers knew that the events of the world were not caused by punishment from gods or anything.

b) They knew that there was logic behind it.

c) They called the Greek thinkers, philosophers.

Death of a Philosopher

a) Socrates did not write any books himself, but instead watched and evaluated the way that the citizens lived their lives.

b) When he was 70 he was put on trial for “corrupting the city’s youth”
c) Socrates was found guilty and accepted the death penalty.

Ideas About Government

a) Plato emphasized the importance of reasoning.  He was also extremely disturbed by the death of Socrates.

b) Plato’s most famous student was Aristotle, who developed his own ideas about the government.
c) Like Plato, Aristotle set up a school to teach the idea of new government and reason.

Poetry and Drama

a) The first Greek plays evolved out of religious parties and festivals especially those held in Athens.

b) They were often basses off popular myths and stories that people acted out.

c) Tragedy was also a main part in Greek society. It makes sense that Aristotle’s definition of tragedy came from Greece and Greek drama.
The Writing of History

a) They used logic reason and observations to study history.

b) Herodotus is called the “Father of History.”

c) He went to many lands in search for the history of Greece and the Persian War.

Section 5

Macedonian Ambitions

a) To the Greeks, the mountainous land was backward.  Macedonia was a half civilized land.

b) But Macedonian leaders had different plans.  When Philip gained the thrown, he had dreams of conquering the prosperous Greek city-states.

c) He also wanted to conquer the Persian Empire after the conquer of most if not all of Greece.
A Mighty Conqueror
a) Alexander was only 20 years old, but has amazing combat and soldier skills.
b) Like his father, he intended to invade Persia and take them over.
c) Alexander won his first victory over the Persians at Granicus River.

The Legacy of Alexander

a) Even though this empire would soon crumble, it changed the world through ripple effect by the conquers it made.

b) Cultures blended all the way across the Mediterranean Sea because of these conquers.

c) More women also learned to read and write during this period.

Hellenistic Civilization

a) The Hellenistic age contributed to the rise of new schools with philosophy.
b) This age saw the importance of math and science and how the children need to be educated in these fields.

c) This was also the time that astronomers argued that the earth rotates on and axis and circles around the sun.

Looking Ahead

a) During the Hellenistic period Rome came into power.
b) The Greek ideas influenced their political thinking to present day.

c) In almost all fields of study Greeks became the excellent standard we know today.

Chapter 6

Section 1

The Italian Landscape

a) Rome started out at a small city-state.
b) The location of the Romans helped them expand their nation greatly.

c) They were easily put together, and has great plains to work with.

Roman Beginnings

a) They were Indo-Europeans, but they took after the Greeks.
b) 800bc ancestors, Latin, migrated into Italy 
c) Mostly Etruscans, Asia Minors, influenced the Romans 
d) Alphabet, arch building, engineering techniques, and religious gods
The Early Republic 

a) 509bc Romans drove out the hated Etruscan king, founding of Roman state 

b) new government called a republic, thought to keep any one person gaining too much power 

c) 509bc-133bc republican form of government, military power to try and conquer the Mediterranean 

d) Cincinnatus left his farm, got an army, attacked and won, all in 16 days
e) Plebeians, lower class, had little influence, but in 450bc they edged their way into the senate
 Expansion in Italy 

a) 270bc Rome occupied all of Italy 

b) success was due to its diplomacy and its disciplined army, legion, 5,000 men 
c) conquered people had to acknowledge roman leadership, pay taxes and supply the army
d) Rome protected its conquered land
Rivalry with Carthage  
a) Italy brought a new rival, Carthage 

b) 264bc-146bc 3 wars against Carthage were fought, Punic wars 
c) 1st war-Rome victory, Sicily, Corsica, Sardinia
War with Hannibal
a) Hannibal dedicated his life to destroy Rome, leader of  Greece.

b) 218bc Hannibal led his army to Italy, the trip cost nearly half of his army 
c) Hannibal won battle after battle for 15 years in the 2nd Punic war 
Ruler of the Mediterranean World 
a) Rome also expanded to the east and confronted Hellenistic rulers 

b) 133bc Rome power extended from Spain to Egypt
c) Rome launched a series fo wars in one area.
Section 2

Effects of Expansion 
a) Rome had riches flooding into their land, but there were consequences 

b) Slave labor hurt small farmers, corruption occurred.  133bc Tiberius wanted to distribute land to poor farmers 
c) 143bc Gaius fed the poor.  Rome plunged into civil war after the killings of the reformers 
Caesar’s Bid for Power 
a) Julius Caesar emerged as one of Rome’s most brilliant generals 

b) Caesar secretly led  his army into northern Italy, causing more civil war 
c) Suppressed rebellious provinces.  48bc-44bc reformed and 44bc, March 15th, Caesar was killed, The Ides of March 
d) Octavian defeated Antony in 31bc.  In Octavian’s, Augustus’, rule the republic ended, beginning of the Roman empire
Imperial Rome 
a) Augustus created a stable government.  Reformed taxes, coin system 
b) Functioned well for 200 years.  Successors of Augustus, Caligua and Nero, were evil.

c) 96ad-180ad had a series of good rulers.  Marcus Aurelius was a very good philosopher-king
The Rome Peace 
a) Aurelius made Rome more civilized
b) Focused on adopting other ideas and trade
c) Created a world every day better known better cultivated and more civilized.
Family and Religion 
a) Basic unit of society, father with absolute power 
b) Women gained greater freedom, pampered themselves, politically influenced.  Girls and boys learned to read and write, eventually tutored privately 
c) Roman gods resembled Etruscan and Greek gods.  Calendar was full of festivities
Bread and Circuses 
a) Everyone loved the amazing entertainment.
b) Races and contests were popular 
c) Paid with taxes by the emperor
Section 3

Greco-Roman Culture 
a) Rome absorbed Greek culture 
b) Used Greek art, and statues.  Roman builders used Greek columns, improved the arch and dome.
c) Built aqueducts, created more fresh water availability.  Left science to the Greeks.  Made maps and encyclopedias
Literature, Philosophy, and History 
a) Virgil tried to show Rome was as heroic as Greece in the past 
b) Tried to start patriotism to unite Rome 
c) Other writers tried to make fun of Roman society 
d) Historians started their own theme of the rise and fall of the Roman empire 
e) Tacitus wrote bitterly about Augustus 
f) Romans borrowed philosophies from the Greeks 

Roman Law 
a) The rule of law and justice was Rome’s greatest legacy 
b) Developed a system of law, civil law and the law of nations 
c) Principles evolved and are used today.
d) -People of the same status are equal before law
e) - An accused person is innocent until proven guilty
f) - Accused should be allowed to face the accuser
g) -Guilt must be clear through evidence
h) -Decisions should be fair 
Section 4
Jews and the Roman Empire

a) The Jews conquered Palestine and made it into a province called Judea 

b) During the Hellenistic age many Jews absorbed the Greek customs and ideas 

c) In 66 A.D. the Romans crushed the rebels took Jerusalem and destroyed the Jewish temple.  They revolted against the roman armies but many of them were killed and they were forced out 

The Life of Jesus

a) Jesus grew up being Jewish and worshiped god in their ways 
b) Jesus taught people based on the Jewish ways which was one god and the ten commandments 
c) He was killed on the cross by the Romans because he was said to go against roman laws He was killed on the cross in Jerusalem 
Spread of Christianity

a) Christianity was a new faith that would spread Jesus teachings and that Jesus was the son of god.

b) The Christians had to meet in secret to avoid being persecuted and the Christians became martyrs, or people willing to die for their beliefs 
c) Woman often led Christianity they worked to convert people and spread the beliefs
The Early Christian Church

a) Christians accepted the bishop of Rome as the pope for the head of the catholic church 

b) The Romans stopped persecuting Christians in 313 A.D. when the emperor Constantine issued the edict of Milan.
c) As the Christians grew the roman power faded 

Section 5

Empire in Crisis

a) After the death of Marcus Aurelius in 180 the roman empire was in turmoil for the next 100 years 
b) They had 26 emperors for under 50 years 
c) The landowners were free but they were not to leave their land
Efforts at Reform

a) In 284 the emperor Diocletian set to restore order  and kept control of the wealthier people and appointed a co-emperor
b) In 312 a new emperor Constantine continued the forms Diocletian began and built a new capital Bosporus near the Mediterranean sea 
c) They had mixed results on the reforms and had some internal problems that eventually brought the empire down
Foreign Invasions
a) In 200 there were wars in east Asia that set off a chain of events that overwhelm Rome and many other societies 
b) In 378 the roman army died and the people began to move to the western roman empire 
c) In 453 there was a Hun invasion and the German people fled to the Rome and soon they had fallen completely 
End of Greatness

a) The most obvious fall of Rome was the German invasions and the weakening of the military

b) There were political problems and they could not control the people because of the rising numbers and the weak government.  They suffered economically  with heavier taxes and lack of technology

c) The upper class rose and the lower fell with caused problems.  In 476 they fell but not off the map, there was still an eastern empire for another 1000 years called the Byzantine empire
