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Chapter 23 Keywords

Roosevelt Corollary to the Monroe Doctrine (738)- 

December 1904 – Roosevelt declared that although the US had no territorial ambitions in the Latin America,  “chronic wrongdoing” by any Latin American nation would justify intervention by the US, acting as international policemen. Put into action in the Dominican Republic and Nicaragua.
*Russo-Japanese War (738)-
In 1900, 100,000 Russian Troops occupied Chinese province of Manchuria. Japan had their own plans for Southern Manchuria and Korean Peninsula so in 1904 Japan attacked Russian Navy at Port Arthur, Manchuria. This launched the Russo-Japanese War. Japan had the upper-hand. Roosevelt was happy that Russian Expansion checked but decided to invite Japanese and Russian delegates to a peace conference in New Hampshire. The conference lead to a treaty ending the war. Roosevelt won a Nobel Prize in 1906.

“Gentlemen’s Agreement” (738)-
In 1906 the San Francisco school board herded Asian immigrant to segregated racist schools greatly damaging relations between US and Japan. Roosevelt told the school board to reverse the racist policy. In return the Roosevelt administration in 1908 negotiated a “gentleman’s agreement” in which Tokyo pledged to stop emigration of Japanese laborers to US.
*Great White Fleet (738)-
Roosevelt ordered 16 US battleships on a “training operation” to Japan and on around the world, the visits of this “Great White Fleet” to Japan emphasized America’s growing naval might.

Dollar Diplomacy (739)-
Under Taft’s administration the diplomacy initiated to involve US trade with Asia and Latin America. Taft’s foreign policy focused on advancing American commercial interests abroad. With Wilson’s presidency, the Taft policy of promoting US commercial expansionism in China was shelved. Enjoyed more success in Nicaragua.
Pancho Villa / General John J. Pershing (740)- Villa: The massive military response to a comparatively minor problem would long prove a sore point in US0Mexican relations. Villa terrorized towns bordering US during the Mexican Revolution. He was a Mexican revolutionary. Bandit chieftain operating in northern Mexico; 1916 – killed 16 American mining engineers, burned Columbus, new Mexico, and killed 19 of its inhabitants; when Willa eluded Pershing and staged another raid across the border into TX. , Wilson ordered 150,000 National Guardsmen to the Mexican border. Pershing: was assigned by Wilson to capture Villa and stop the attacks on the border towns (Mexican American border, around Texas) Pershing never caught Villa, Villa ran and would seek refuge in Mexico. Villa was assassinated in Mexico.

Allied / Central Powers (742)- Allied: Great Britain, France, and Russia; 

1917 – US became an “Associate Power” of the Allies.

Central: Germany, Austria-Hungary, and the Ottoman Empire;
*U-Boats / Unrestricted Submarine Warfare (743)- U-boats: German Submarines during WWI which would torpedo British ships and a US tanker ship and US tanker and dominate the seas. U-boats were the main reason for Germany having the upper hand in the beginning of the war. Later The Allied powers started to travel in ‘packs’ of supply boats surrounded by armed boats to defend the supply boats making it possible to safely travel the seas and supply the allied powers. Germany controlled the ocean depths with this new weapon.

Unrestricted Submarine Warfare: The U-boats would attack any supply ship supplying the Allied powers even if it was the US (at the time not directly involved in the war). This behavior from German U-boats infuriated the US. The US demanded that U-boats cease the “Unrestricted Submarine Warfare” and Germany didn’t pay any attention to the US’s demands.
Lusitania / Lusitania Notes (743)- Lusitania: British passage liner; was torpedoed and sunk on May 7, 1915; 128 Americans drowned; Wilson responded by sending Germany a strongly worded diplomatic message warning  Lusitania Notes: Germany to cease unrestricted submarine warfare Germany secretly ordered U-boat captains to spare passengers and eventually agreed to pay compensation for the loss of American lives in this sinking

Lusitania notes: In a series of messages to Berlin Wilson demanded specific pledges that Germany would cease their Unrestricted Submarine Warfare. A few days after the sinking of the Lusitania sinking, Wilson insisted that America, without going to war, could persuade the belligerents to recognize the principle of neutral rights. WJ Bryan resigned from pres. Cabinet, believing these to be too brutal and dismayed by the abandonment of true neutrality.

National Security League (743)- a group of bankers and industrialists composed the NSL. They promoted the training and armament of military forces and organized “preparedness”. Parades in NY, Washington and other cities. By Fall 1915 Wilson was calling for a military buildup. 
Arabic / Sussex Pledges (744)- after the French Arabic and British Sussex passenger ships were sunk Wilson threatened to break diplomatic relations with Germany. In response Berlin pledged not to attack merchant vessels without warning provided that Great Britain too, observed the “rules of international law”. Wilson ignored this qualification and accepted the demands. The crisis of neutral rights eased up after this.
Zimmerman Telegram (745)- Intercepted by British intelligence, a telegram to Mexico from German foreign minister, Arthur Zimmerman, proposed that Mexico ally itself with Germany in return for Germany’s pledge to help Mexico recover lost territories: Texas, New Mexico, and Arizona; Aroused the nationalist anger of the American people; convinced Wilson that Germany expected a war with the US;
Selective Service Act of 1917 (746)- Passed by congress in June 1917, about 2.8 million men were eventually called by lottery. These draftees composed over half of all draftees during the war. The system of “selective service” was devised by secretary of war Newton D. Baker as a democratic method for insuring that all groups in the population would be called into service. Required all men 21-30 (and later 18-45) to register for military service. Local civilian draft boards handled the draft.
War Industries Board (747)- Set up by the Council of National Defense in 1917, the War Industries Board was set up to coordinate military purchasing, assure production efficiency, and meet the military’s needs for weapons, equipment, and supplies.  Wilson reorganized it in 1918 and put Bernard Baruch in charge. “Dr. Facts” by Wilson 

· exercised enormous control over the Industrial sector

· allocated raw matrials
· established production priorities and introduced all kinds of efficiencies
· induced companies to save steel rubber and other scarce commodities.
Fuel Administration / Food Administration (747)- Fuel: Voluntarily headed by Harry Garfield; Directed efforts to save coal; Nonessential factories were closed; daylight savings times (March 1918 Ben Franklin )  went into effect for the first time; Food: Headed by Herbert Hoover, a distinguished engineer; Encouraged Americans to eat less meat and bread so that more food could be shipped abroad for the French and British troops; In 2 years, U.S. overseas shipment tripled

Garfield(Fuel – controlled coal output, regulated fuel prices, and consumption

Hoover( Food – oversaw production and allocated of food stuff – wheat, meat, sugar to assure adequate supplies to US army and allies.
American Expeditionary Force (AEF) (748)- commanded by John Jay Pershing first seen in action to plug weaknesses in the French and British lines but soon assumed independent responsibility for one segment of the western front. Sent 2 million soldiers to France in 1917 – 1918.

Liberty Loans (753)- organized by Treasury Secretary McAdoo, it was a serves of government bond drives, called Liberty Loans, that financed a good share of the 35.5 million dollar that WWI cost the US. The 5 liberty loan campaigns between 1917 and 1919 raised more than 21 billion dollars, about two thirds of the nation’s war costs. The national debt rose from one billion in 1914 to 27 billion in 1919.
George Creel / Committee on Public Information (753)- George Creel – a progressive reformer and journalist, headed Washington’s most effective wartime propaganda agency.(CPI) Committee on Public Information – Was established in April 1917 to combat wartime rumors with facts. It functioned as a propaganda agency, proclaiming the government’s version of reality.
Jeanette Rankin (755)- The pacifist Jeannette Rankin or Montana, she was the first woman to be elected in congress. “I want to stand by my country…but I cannot vote for war” She voted against Wilson’s call for declaration of War.
Espionage Act (1917) / Sedition Amendment (   )- Espionage:  1917 provided for imprisonment of up to 20 years for persons who either tried to incite rebellion in the armed forces of obstruct the operation of the draft. Sedition: 1918. prohibited anyone from making “disloyal” or “abusive”  remarks about eh US government. 
Schenck v. United States (   )- The supreme court upheld the constitutionality of the espionage act in a case involving a man who had been imprisoned for distributing pamphlets against the draft. In 1919, Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes concluded that the right to free speech could be limited when it represented a “clear and present danger” to the public safety.
*East St. Louis and Chicago race riots (   )-
Armistice Day (760)- When Germany noticed they no longer had the upper hand in the war and Allies had made advances in the Meuse-Argonne, the German high command proposed to Wilson an armistice based on the Fourteen Points. British and French hesitated but when Wilson threatened a separate peace, they agreed to make peace on the basis of the Fourteen Points. Meanwhile in Berlin, Kaiser Wilhelm II left his power and a German republic was proclaimed. On Nov. 11, 1918 Marshal Foch and his German counterparts, in Foch’s private railway car, signed an armistice. Word spread quickly : hostilities would cease at 11:00 AM. An American air ace, Captain Edward Rickenbacker, flew over the lines at precisely 11:00 AM and watched the booming guns fall silent and troops cautiously emerging and approaching each other. That night bombs burst in celebration of peace.
Treaty of Versailles / Covenant of the League of Nations (   )- The treaty of Versailles was signed by a sullen German delegation in Versailles’s Hall of mirrors on June 28, 1919.  Germany was disarmed, stripped of its colonies, forced to admit sole blame for the war, and saddled with whopping reparation payments to the Allies ($56 billion, which was bargained down to $9 million in 1932). France regained provinces of Alsace and Lorraine lost to Germany in 1871 and took control for fifteen years of Germany’s coal-rich Saar Basin. The treaty demilitarized a zone thirty miles east of the Rhine to the French border, transferred a slice of eastern Germany to Poland, making Germany loose one tenth of their population and one eighth of its territory under the Versailles treaty. The treaty also granted Japan’s shandong claims and gave Italy a slice of Austrian territory around the Brenner Pass in which lived two hundred thousand German-speaking inhabitants. The treaty also recognized the independence of Poland; the Baltic states Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania; and two new nations from the Ottoman empires: Czechoslovakia and Yugoslavia. The treaty forgot to mention Revolutionary Russia Wilson focused his attention in the summer of 1919 on his shinning chievement at Versailles; the creation of a new international organization, The League of Nations. The agreement established the League written into the  peace treaty itself, engaged Wilson’s deepest emotions. The vision of a liberal, harmonious, and rational world order. Wilson’s dream never came true. The US never joined the League of Nations.
Henry Cabot Lodge / Reservationists / Irreconcilables (   )- Lodge: Lodge signed a letter rejecting the League in  its present form. When Wilson submitted the treaty to Senate for ratification, Lodge bottled it up for Foreign Relations Committee. Wilson was outraged by Lodge’s tactics and decided to go on a tour informing the people about the treaty.
Reservationists:  Led by Lodge, they demanded changes in the League covenant before they would support US membership. They objections focused on Article 10 of the covenant, which pledged each member nation to preserve the political independence and territorial integrity of all other members. The reservationist believed, this limited America’s freedom of action in foreign affairs and Congress’s constitutional right to declare war.
Irreconcilables: pro-league democrats following Wilson’s instructions, and anti-League Irreconcilables joined forces to defeat the Versailles treaty with Lodge’s reservations. A second vote was taking with same results. US would not join the League.
A. Mitchell Palmer / The Red Scare (   )- Palmer: Palmer would arrest millions of people who he thought could start a communist rebellion. 

Red Scare: The red scare was a fear of “bolshevism” deepened when a rash of 3,630 strikes, representing an accumulation of grievances, broke out in 1919. the mayor of Seattle reacted to a union by accusing the strikers of seeking to “duplicate the anarchy of Russia” There was many strikes and the government labeled “red agitators”. US would deport many Russian-born Aliens and arrest thousands (4000 people, 550 of those were eventually deported). Government officials would ransack homes and offices seizing papers and records. The raids involved gross violations of civil rights and simple decency.
