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Chapter 22 Keywords

Direct primary – A primary where voters directly select the candidates who will run for office; usually held in spring

Initiative - The first of a series of actions; an introductory step; self-reliant enterprise; a process by which laws may be introduced or enacted directly by vote of the people
Recall - To revoke; to annul by a subsequent act; to take back; to withdraw; as, to recall words, or a decree; the procedure of removing an official by popular vote
Arbitration - Negotiation to resolve differences conducted by some impartial party; giving authoritative judgment; mediation
Worker’s compensation law (730)– 3 important worker protection laws passed in 1916: 1) Keating-Owen Act, barring from interstate commerce products manufactured by child labor (Kathy-Lee Gifford) 2) Adamson Act, establishing an 8 hour workday for interstate railway workers 3) Workmen’s Compensation Act, providing accident and injury protection to federal workers
Cease and desist order (730)- A judicial remedy issued in order to prohibit a party from doing or continuing to do a certain activity
Triangle Shirtwaist Fire (706)– 141 young women and men died when trapped high in Washington Place Building; Streets strewn with bodies; Piles of dead inside; Offered terrible evidence that all was not well in urban-industrial America
Industrial Workers of the World (IWW) (706)– Labor union that targeted the most exploited workers; nicknamed “Wobblies”; founded in Chicago in 1905; lead by William D. “Big Bill” Haywood; membership peaked at 30,000, comprising of western miners, lumbermen, fruit pickers, and itinerant laborers; greatest success came in 1912, when it won a textile strike in Lawrence, Massachusetts thanks to Elizabeth Gurley Flynn and Margaret Sanger; preached revolution; reputation for violence was much exaggerated; faced constant harassment through arrests and prosecution by government officials; strength was broken by 1920
Margaret Sanger / birth control (707)– leader of the birth control movement; publicized the cause by sending strikers’ children to sympathizers in NYC for temporary foster care
Eugene V. Debs (707)- Indiana labor leader who has converted to socialism during his imprisonment following the 1984 Pullman Strike; the SPA (Socialist Party of America)’s most popular spokesperson, he was its presidential candidate 5 times between 1900 and 1920

John Dewey / education reform (710)– taught at the University of Chicago and then at Colombia University; led the campaign to transform educational ideas; a just and harmonious society could be built through the intelligent application of the scientific method to social problems; viewing intelligence as above all an instrument of social action, he called his philosophy Instrumentalism; Public schools could be incubators of reform if they embraced the new ethic of social interdependence; he encouraged children to interact with each other as well as with the teacher; in Democracy and Education, he argued that schools must embody those values through their values and their curriculum; saw education as one step in a broad social and economic transformation 
Lincoln Steffens / Ida Tarbell / muckrakers (711)– Steffens -wrote about bad politicians and corruption, but he also wrote about good things that good politicians did; Tarbell – wrote “History of the Standard Oil Company”; wrote about bad tactics (offered to buy off smaller companies, if rejected, he lowered his prices until smaller company went bankrupt) of Rockefeller; her own father fell victim to the Standard Oil Company;

Tom Johnson (712)– One of the “good politicians” who Steffens wrote about. Steffens said he was “the best mayor of the best governed city in the United States”

Constitutional Amendments of the Progressive Era (731)– 

16th: (1913) Granted Congress the authority to tax incomes; purpose: bring in revenues for government; referred to as Income Tax Amendment
17th: (1913) Mandated direct election of US senators by the people rather than by state legislatures as was provided in Article I of the Constitution

18th (715): (1919) Prohibition Amendment; outlawed the manufacture, sale, or transport of alcoholic beverages

19th:Womens Sufferage Amendment  “The rights of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied to abridged by the United States or by any state on account of sex. The Congress shall have the power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation”(1920)

Robert La Follette (713)– Later known as “Fighting Bob”, La Follette a republican governor of Wisconsin, introduced initiative issue, recall process, direct primary process, and REFERENDUM. 

Anti-Saloon League / Woman’s Christian Temperance Movement (714)- Anti-Saloon League -founded in 1895, the  League wanted legal abolition of alcoholic beverages. The league was composed of Protestant ministers, and full time professionals who staffed the national offices. The ASL made propaganda demonstrating the role of alcohol and the saloon in health problems, family disorder, political corruption, and workplace inefficiency. They proposed nationwide prohibition as the answer to these problems. Woman’s Christian Temperance Movement –Strongly supported the ASL and helped the ASL ‘pick up steam’.
W.E.B. Dubois / the Niagara Movement – Dubois – America’s First black Ph.D. from Harvard in 1895, Dubois taught from 1896 to 1910 at Atlanta University, a black institution that competed with Tuskegee for contributions from northern philanthropists. Wrote the book The Souls of Black Folk(1903) which demanded blacks to have the same intellectual opportunities open to whites. He declared blacks must actively resist all forms of racial discrimination. Started African-American activism in the early 1900’s. Niagara Movement – After Booker T. Washington gained control of the Afro-American Council and lost control of organization Dubois founded a organization at Niagara Falls (in 1905) called “Niagara Movement”. 

NAACP – (National Association for the Advancement of Colored People) Dubois and other members of the Niagara Movement formed the NAACP in 1909. It demanded an end to racial equality and asked for blacks to be treated equally. By 1912 the NAACP had 6,000 members in fifty branches.

Alice Paul and the Woman’s Party – Women took the streets with mass pickets, parades, and hunger strikes. Their leader was Alice who broke from the NAWSA (National American Woman Suffrage Association) in 1916 to form the National Woman’s Party. From the beginning, Paul focused on winning the support of Congress and the president for an amendment to the Constitution

Alice Hamilton / Florence Kelley – Alice – worked with Jane Addams at Hull House, in 1910 she conducted a study on lead poisoning in industry. She appointed an investigator for the US Bureau of Labor in 1911, became an expert on – campaigner against – work related health hazards Florence –Also worked with Jane Addams at Hull House. She investigated condition in factories and tenement sweatshops. In 1893 she helped secure passage of an Illinois law prohibiting child labor and limiting working house for women. In 1899 she became general secretary of national Consumers’ League, which improved factory conditions. Kelley’s actions helped America notice the evil of child labor.

Theodore Roosevelt / coal miner’s strike of 1902 – Theodore Roosevelt, nicknamed TR, took office after McKinley’s murder. In May 1902 the United Mine Workers called a strike on higher wages and shorter hours. TR responded by making parties give a 10% wage increase and reduce their work hours from 10 hours to 9 hours a day.

Northern Securities Company case – Roosevelt’s attorney general filed suit against the Northern securities Company, a holding company recently formed by railroad and banking interests to control railroading in the North West, for violation of the Sherman Anti-Trust Act. Roosevelt stated “We don’t wish to destroy corporations… but we do wish to make them sub serve the public good.” In 1904, on a 5 to 4 vote, the Supreme Court ordered the Northern Securities Company dissolved.

Hepburn Act – The ICC (Interstate Commerce Commission) could fix “just and reasonable” rates for railroads.

Pure Food and Drug Act /Meat Inspection Act– Food and Drug Act -forbade the manufacture, sale, and transportation of adulterated or mislabeled foods and drugs Meat Inspection Act – provided that federal inspectors visit meat packing plants to ensure that they met minimum standards of sanitation.

Upton Sinclair / The Jungle ​​– a muckraking book that described in horrifying detail the conditions in the Chicago stockyards and meatpacking industry; caused Congress to enact 2 regulatory laws in 1906 1.) Pure Food and Drug Act and 2.) meat Inspection Act

Gifford Pinchot  / Conservationists – 1st director of the US Forest Service; under Roosevelt, established a national Conservation Commission. 

Payne – Aldrich Tariff – passed by conservative republicans in congress in 1909 disregarding Taft’s promise to lower the tariff; Taft angered progressives in his party not only by signing the tariff bill but by making a public statement in its defense.

Ballinger – Pinchot Affair – Richard Ballinger( Taft’s secretary of interior Gifford Pinchot ( chief of the forest 1910 – Pinchot criticized Ballinger; Taft stood by his cabinet member and fired Pinchot for insubordination; conservatives applauded, progressives protested.

New Nationalism / New Freedom– New Nationalism -called for by Roosevelt in the election of 1912 – included more government regulations of business and unions, women’s suffrage, and more social welfare programs – basically strong federal government regulations helping people New Freedom – called for by Woodrow Wilson in the election of 1912 – would limit both big business and big government, bring about reform by ending corruption and revive competition by supporting small businesses

Underwood Simmons Tariff – passed by president Wilson in 1913; substantially lowered tariffs for the first time in over 50 years; to compensate for reduced tariff, it included a graduated income tax from 1 to 6%

Federal Reserve Act / Federal Reserve Board / Federal Reserve Notes – Under the Federal Reserve Act passed in 1914, a national banking system with 12 district banks supervised by a Federal Reserve Board was created. Ever since, Americans have purchased goods and services using Federal Reserve Notes (dollar bills) issued by the federally regulated banking system.

Federal Trade Commission – The new regulatory agency was empowered to investigate and take action against any “unfair trade practice” in every industry except banking and transportation.

Clayton Antitrust Act –This act greatly strengthened the provision in the Sherman Antitrust Act for breaking up monopolies. Most important for organized labor, the new law contained a clause exempting unions from being prosecuted as trusts.

Louis Brandeis / Muller v. Oregon – supreme court upheld an Oregon ten-hour law for women laundry workers. Defending the constitutionality of the Oregon law was Boston attorney Louis Brandeis, who offered economic, medical, and sociological evidence of the harmful effects of long hours on women workers. This evidence cam4e mainly from the research of Brandeis’s sister-in-law Josephine Goldmark, a staff member of Florence Kelley’s National Consumer’s League. The Court’s acceptance of this “brandies brief” marked a breakthrough in making the legal system more responsive to new social realities.
