Child Language Acquisition

I began studying child language acquisition as part of my A2 course. I found the topic motivating as I could relate to the particular stages of language acquisition involved having several relations under the age of 3 and therefore decided to base my coursework upon the subject.

I recorded a conversation between my brother Luke aged 4 years and 9 months and my brother Stephen aged 3 months initially watching television and later playing with toy cars.

Adults are able to refer to people or things which are not situated in their immediate environment, they are able to discuss events that have already happened or have not yet occurred. As there is assumed knowledge adults use pronouns rather than the actual name of a person or word. Complex sentences are spoken and the conversation flows quickly and effortlessly with few repetitions and pronunciation may not always be completely correct.

Adults usually have assumed knowledge when discussing a subject they are more likely to use pronouns to replace the ordinary noun of a name or word. For example, when talking about a friend they would initially state the name of their friend e.g. “I saw Daniel today”
