‘The Saxons’ swim team, featuring young swimmers from Mildenhall and Newmarket, travelled back up to Peterborough to compete in the Junior Fenland League qualifiers. In a competitive gala the boys and girls swam brilliantly. 
Early 1st places went to Sam Molyneux with 1.31.22 in the Individual Medley, Alex Stones with a superb 38.56 50m back, Mark Diver with 42.80 at 11 year fly and Chesney Carson with 44.47 for 50m breast. Personal bests helped build the points, with Daniel Ball hitting 58.54 and Chelsey Madgewick 1.00.35 at 10 years 50m breast, Jessica Baker 52.93 for 50m fly and Megan Morley 37.50 swimming up in the 50m free. Although ‘The Saxons’ had crept into 2nd place by the halfway stage the young swimmers were always going to find things hard against strong teams from Grantham and Huntingdon. 
Some terrific swims followed though, with more 1st places, Daisy Russell hit 39.46 50m fly, Mark Diver 43.86 50m back and a great swim from Josh Hall in the 10 yr breast clocking 49.98. Chelsey followed her earlier pb with 54.80 in the 10 yr back, Max White got two with 43.29 fly and 42.95 back in the 12 yr events, Matt Molyneux hit 44.67 and Bethany Stones 47.65 in the 10 yr 50m free and Lydia Smith 21.60 for 10 yr 25m fly. ‘Team Managers Swimmer of the night’, Alex Stones, came through with 33.97 in the 13 yr free to double her pbs. This was capped only by some great, aggressive swimming from 12 year old Ellie Milne in the final I.M. Ellie went out at a terrific pace to come through with an almost 3 second pb to clock 1.27.56.

After the scores had been totalled Grantham had stormed to 1st place with 158, Huntingdon took 2nd with 125, closely followed by Saxons with 119. Chatteris came 4th with 97 and Cambridge 5th with 71.

A good, fun evening of entertainment with the swimmers enjoying a well earned ‘chip stop’ on the way home!
