Although in 3rd place at the half way stage, the ‘Saxons’ squad came through with some superb displays. First places and pbs came thick and fast for the boys with Aaron Sakaye hitting 1.17.70 at 100m breast, Jonny Gillingham 29.84 at 12/13 year 50m free, Sam Molyneux with 18.62 10/11 year 25m fly, Charlie Russell 1.21.60 14/15 yr breast and Ben Hicks again with 55.75 in the Open 100m free.  Of the four relays the boys won two and took two close seconds, some fine contributions coming from Liam Jamieson, Adam Jamieson and Caleb Byrd alongside the previously noted swimmers.
The girls had a storming finish with fine swims from Daisy Russell, Lianne Morley and Faye Gillingham. Amy Ewing took 1st place with a pb 1.18.64 in the 14/15 year 100m fly, Sarah 1st at 25m fly in 16.06, Bethanie hit a pb 37.05 at 12/13 yr 50 back, Faye 1.08.96 for a pb in the 100m free and Megan Radcliffe 1.34.51 in the 14/15 yr breast.

Again, the girls were unstoppable in the relays, winning three of the four events in some style, Megan Morley and Alex Stones having great swims.

By the end of the evenings events, the boys had come through with enough points to secure 1st place and pick up the ‘winning boys’ trophy, with the girls just missing out to Deben.  ‘The Saxons’ took overall top spot, both for the evening and 1st place in the   league.
