I. Doug Miller introduction

a. teaches middle school orchestra – 4 bands, 1 orch, and theory class in one day (300 kids)

b. Can’t control so many kids in one day!

II. Game time

a. split into ones and twos – ones hold up hand twos try open it

b. people clenched there fists – why did they do that?  

c. How did people open the fist?  Physical force, bribery?

i. this wasn’t a competetive game, why did it turn competetive?

d. 20 kids in a class – minds closed to you – teaching is like opening clenched fists

III. Why do you do things the way you do?  Why do kids?

a. “This is not a discipline model” (in packet) won’t solve all problems - you have power based on you relationship with students.

i. The only authority you have from State is to keep a safe classroom – that’s it

ii. Power based on relationsip with students is limitless

IV. Control Theory/ Choice Theory

a. you behave for 3 reasons – avoid pain, who you want to be, rewards

b. get highest quaility work by getting students to be who they want to be

c. everyone sees the world uniquely 

d. everyone has 5 basic needs – these are not heirarchal like Maslow

i. survival, safety, fun, freedom, power, and love

· balancing these is difficult and different for every person – the right balance keeps students in your classroom

b. be clear what you want for students – let them know whining won’t get them anywhere

c. go outside of the learning area to get more perspective
