Though both of the sites contain many information, the latter site I have found had more realistic point of view.  That is to say, the British site had somewhat like idealistic point of view, with only beautiful pictures and just plain information on it.  On the other hand, the Hong Kong site had some more information on how much it will cost to spend or take a tour in some area, more realistic maps that I actually can use when I’m in Hong Kong.  Moreover, the latter site provides E-coupons, vacation packages on the site.  Although the British site also contains realistic information such as price, packages and where-to-stay information, it takes you much time to browse through to get the realistic information; whereas the Hong Kong site takes you straight through the ‘price site’ and other realistic info site.  In addition, both sites make you select from where you are coming to give you more specific information.  However, the former site has only a few choices to select, whereas the latter site has much more choices.  If you choose where you are coming from, then the Hong Kong site gives you good information – such as how to get a visa, where to contact in your country, what airplanes you should take, etc – on how to get to Hong Kong from where you are departing.
