1. Do you use the Net for other classes? If so, which are they? Describe the course and how you used the Net for whatever assignment or project. Be specific. 

A) Yes, I use Internet a lot for other classes, such as ‘English Speech and Debate’ class, ‘International Trade’ class, ‘Accounting Principles’ class, and of course ‘English through Internet’ class. 

i. English Speech and Debate class – in this class we learn how to give a good speech and how to debate well in order to persuade and convince the other side.  In order to give a good speech or do a good, persuasive debate, we have to know and prepare a great amount of information related with the given topic.  For example, in my second speech, I will be persuading the students to become a vegetarian giving them logical reasons to become one.  For logical reasons, I need to know why vegetarianism will affect your health in a good way, killing animal is not right and their statistics, and so on.   To get these pieces of information I usually use www.google.com for good images, and www.askjeeves.com to get statistics and reasonable opinions of universities’ professors. I rarely use www.yahoo.com when I search for academic things; rather I use them to find out official sites of NGOs, companies, newspaper directories, or road maps.   .

ii. International Trade class – this is a class for one of my Economics major, and in this class, we learn about many theories of international trade.  I use Internet for this class in order to print out lecture notes at http://cc.ewha.ac.kr/trade.  Also I use the Net to keep up with current International trade going on between Korea and other countries, and whether the Korean trade is in the black or in the red, and the general international trade information.  I usually find this kind of information on http://businessweek.com since I am registered there and paying them monthly. 

iii. Accounting principles class – in this class we learn how to calculate or how to book keep the transactions that have occurred in the business field.  I use the Net in order to post my assignments and check the answers for the assignments on http://cafe.daum.net/donyang. Also I use the Internet to search for Land’s End corporation’s financial statements for our class project. 

2. How helpful was the Net? Was it more useful than if you had used conventional means, e.g., finding books and periodicals in the library? 
A) It was very, very, very helpful!!  Of course it was more useful than if I had used conventional means, in a way that it saves my time and I don’t need to bother myself going all the way up, huffing and puffing, to Ewha Library.  Moreover, I did not have to carry tons of books all the way to my home -- which takes me an hour and a half to get there – just to find nothing or a few pages useful.  Some people might counterask me, “How can you be so sure about the information?  Where can you get the biographies for a term paper?”  Of course, sometimes the information on the Net is very dangerous just to absorb it right away.  However, if you search many, many websites, you get similar statistics, facts, or opinions about a subject.  Also I don’t use every information on the Net, especially those on bulletin boards, because that information is not proved to be right; I rather use periodicals sites, big university site, or big international organization --such as UN, UNESCO, IIE(Institute for International Economics) etc – sites that deals with many major problems by expertise. 

3. Would it help if core classes in your major, or general education classes at Ewha were online? 
A) No.  I don’t think it would help ME, at least, if core classes were online.  I get a headache when I stare at the computer for a long time.  Not only that, it is good to use the bulletin boards or the Net for supplement activities in class, such as getting feedbacks, or posting your assignments instead of printing out your paper and loosing them, however, I don’t like the idea of lecturing online.  I won’t be able to pay attention to the class not more than 30 minutes and I think at least the University, the school should be built upon ‘human-interacting-relationships.’  Though it will be convenient that the class schedule will be totally flexible and be completely ‘my-own-schedule,’ I don’t think it will help me that much if there are no interactions face to face. 

4. Would you like to see other English or other language courses online? If so, what would they be? 
A) As I have mentioned above, I do not want other courses totally turned into an online course. I would not like it.  However, if the language courses or other classes as well, used the Net for secondary activities – e.g. listening to pronunciation, posting assignments, or getting feedbacks from the professor – I think it would increase the productivity getting from the courses.
