POOL AND SPA RULES AND REGULATIONS

Revised and Approved by the Board of Directors 2008
General Information

The Mission Park Homeowners’ Association (MPHOA) Board of Directors and the Pool Committee are to protect all investments, including the pool and spa area, within MPHOA. The Board of Directors, the property management company, and Security Guard reserve the right to deny use of the pool and spa area to anyone at any time. 
Use of the pool is not a right, it is a privilege. Contesting the rules or any Board member, Security Guard or Mission Park Home Owner trying to uphold the rules is a violation and subject to fine and loss of privileges. Each Home Owner is empowered and asked to monitor the pool area and report to Management Company (the time, date, name, address, and incident of the violation immediately for potential fine including calling Santa Clara Police for any one outside our MPHOA that is trespassing. Call  911 or Police/Fire/Medical  emergencies @408-615-5580. 
It is the intent of the MPHOA to regulate activities within the Common Area of Lot S, including the pool and spa area, barbecue pit and picnic area, and Community Clubhouse within the iron fencing, in order to provide a safe and enjoyable recreational facility for its Members. These rules and regulations have been adopted for all Mission Park residents and their guests. Membership within MPHOA requires compliance with these rules.

Operational Period

Scheduled periods of heating are determined each year by the Board and are subject to change, but the pool and spa area is open to MPHOA from April through October. Hours of operation are 6:30 am to 8:00pm.  Everyone is to exit the pool area before 8:00pm. Anyone remaining will be asked to leave before 8:00pm by Security Guard, Board, other Homeowners or Police. No one is to remain inside the entire pool/bathrooms/clubhouse/pool area after 8:00pm for safety, security and insurance liability reasons.
Access Restrictions

MPHOA Members include homeowners and tenants and are defined as those who have proof of residency within Mission Park and are over the age of 18. Family members living outside the community do not qualify as MPHOA residents. Owners are responsible for giving these rules to tenants and for their violations. Violations of tenants will result in Owners fines. 
Access to the Common Area of Lot S is restricted to MPHOA Members in good standing and their households, tenants, and guests. 

Non-members of MPHOA such as the neighboring Robins Run HOA are NOT entitled to pool and spa privileges. It is a violation to let Non-members of MPHOA in the gate to the pool area. If you are identified that you let them in, you will be fined and they will be removed.
Each MPHOA household may bring up to 4 guests to the pool and spa area as long as at least one adult Member remains with his or her guest(s) while they are inside the Iron Gate.

Each MPHOA household may have only one electronic key fob. Pool and spa users must keep their key fob in their possession for identification and be ready to show it upon any request. Members who lose their electronic key fobs will be charged the following deactivation and replacement fees:

First deactivation and replacement = $50

Second deactivation and replacement = $75

Each subsequent deactivation and replacement = $100

At no time should any MPHOA Member allow any person to enter the pool and spa area behind him or her unless they have verified the person has an electronic key fob and is older than 18 years of age. Any person within the gated area who is requested to show their electronic key fob or ID and provide name, address, and phone, is to do so immediately. 

All parties and events within the Common Area of Lot S must be scheduled through the Management Company. Live music and/or rental furniture are not permitted unless approved by the Management Company or MPHOA Board of Directors.

Fines and Consequences
In addition to fees and fines listed in this document, the homeowner(s) of record bears sole responsibility for any abuse or misuse that occurs within the Common Area of Lot S, including violations of these rules and damages caused by their family members, tenants, and guests. Consequences for violations of these rules and regulations may include the imposition of fines, demand for restitution, and/or revocation of access privileges, at the Board’s discretion.

Resident Responsibilities

The Management Company, Security Guard and Board, will make inspections of the pool and spa area to audit usage and adherence to these rules and regulations. In addition all Members are expected to promote adherence to these rules and regulations as part of their responsibilities to protect and maintain the commonly-held assets of MPHOA. Any Member may request pool key fob identification or proof of residency, at any time, of any person entering the pool and spa area or violating these rules and regulations.

Any violations of these rules and regulations are to be brought to the attention of the Security Guard, Board or the Management Company.

Members who observe anyone jumping the fence or engaging in any suspicious activities in the pool and spa area shall contact the Santa Clara Police Department at 911 or 408-615-5580.
It is the responsibility of Members to inform Management if there are any problems with the Common Area of Lot S.

The cameras in the pool and spa area are only intended to deter vandalism. The cameras do not provide additional security services; neither do they take the place of watchful, involved Members.
Rules

1. Enter the pool and spa area at your own risk.
2. Swim at your own risk. There is no lifeguard on duty.
3. A Member must accompany any child under age 18 and all guests at all times while they are within the pool and spa area. Homeowners are responsible for their children’s, tenants’, and guests’ behavior in the pool and spa area and may be fined if children and/or guests are left unattended. Members should pay special attention to children under 18 who may have access to the electronic key fob at home, because children found entering the pool and spa area without Member supervision will have the electronic key fob removed from their possession and a $50 fine for improper use of the electronic key fob will be charged to the responsible homeowner. The Management Company will, at the Board’s direction, restore the electronic key fob to the homeowner of record.

4. The following items are NOT allowed in the pool and spa area:

a. Smoking materials and chewing tobacco – at all times.
b. Alcohol – at all times. 
c. Food (unless you remove and carry OUT all garbage and materials and do NOT place in garbage receptacle).
d. Drugs and narcotics - at all times.
e. Pets - at all times.
f. Bikes, roller blades, skateboards, tricycles, scooters, and other such vehicles- at all times.
g. Glass, china, and other breakables – at all times.

h. Non-alcoholic beverages in cans or plastic bottles are permitted on the pool and spa apron but must be kept back 10 feet from the water’s edge.
5. The security gate is to remain locked at all times. Do not prop the security gate open. Do not open the security gate for any person who does not have an electronic key fob. Persons (whether homeowners, their family members, tenants, or guests) found opening the security gate for any person who does not have an electronic key fob may be fined and/or have their access revoked for a period of time to be determined by the Board. Siren will alarm if held open. Open door or allowing others to follow in you is a violation. Each party must electronically FOB themselves in so we can monitor usage and track attendance. 
6. Any Member encountering problems accessing the pool and spa area should contact the Management Company during day business hours. Members shall not ask someone else to let them into the pool and spa area if their FOB does not work. 
7. Pool and spa usage:

a. State law prohibits use of the spa by any child under the age of 14.

b. A maximum of 86 people is allowed in the pool.

c. A maximum of 8 people is allowed in the spa.

d. Swimming attire must conform to conventional suits, trunks, etc. Cutoffs and play clothes are not permitted in either the pool or the spa. Non-potty trained children MUST wear swim diapers at all times with their swimsuits to protect the health and safety of other swimmers and all diapers are to be removed with you when you leave as garbage is not picked up every day.  Do NOT leave in garbage can or bathroom garbage. Take with you when you leave for public health reasons. 
e. Before entering the pool or spa, please rinse off in the shower and remove all hairpins, soap, shampoo, lotion of any kind, and excessive suntan oil. Hairpins, soap, shampoo, lotion of any kind, and excessive suntan oil are not allowed in the pool or spa. 

f. Flotation devices are not allowed in the spa.

g. Hard toys are not allowed in the pool and spa.

h. Any person having an open wound or an infectious or communicable disease is prohibited from using the pool and/or spa.
i. Any unsafe conduct, including but not limited to running, diving, and horseplay is prohibited in the pool and spa area.

j. Noises, including loud voices and music, are to be controlled so as to prevent disturbing other pool and spa users and neighboring residences.

8. The shower area is to be used ONLY in conjunction with pool and spa usage to rinse off.  Shower in Pool not meant for personal showering that should be done at home. 
9. Nudity in the shower, pool, and spa area is prohibited at all times. This includes adults, children, and babies. Restrooms are provided to change your children.

10. All trash containers in the pool and spa area are for limited use only and are not emptied daily. All diapers and diaper-related material, as well as any items larger than the container itself, are to be taken home. NO food or drink of any kind is to be placed in the trash containers. Take all garbage home with you. Do not leave in pool areas, bathrooms, or pool receptacles. 
11. MPHOA is not responsible for lost or left items in the pool and spa area. There is NO “lost and found” area for lost or left items.
12. Patio furniture is not to be removed from the pool and spa area.
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
