I. CUM CLAUSES

The conjunction CUM is used to introduce 4 types of clauses.

1. Temporal Clauses – (Cum is translated when) Cum, along with postquam and ubi, may be used to introduce a clause which merely establishes the time when the action of the main verb took place.  Its verb is always in the indicative.

Cum Caesar in Gallia venit, principes erant Aedui.

Cum primum – when first, as soon as, is followed by the perfect indicative, even when a pluperfect would seem more natural in English. The same is true of postquam.

Cum primum in urbem pervenit, flumen vidit.

2. Circumstantial Clauses - (Cum is translated when) If a cum clause establishes the circumstances under which the action of the main verb takes place, and not merely the time, the verb is in the subjunctive for past events, in the indicative for present or future events.
Cum Caesar in Galliam venisset, Aedui perterriti sunt.

Cum talia videmur, terremur.

3. Causal Clauses - (Cum is translated since) When the Cum clause gives the reason for the action of the main clause, cum is translated since.  The verb is in the subjunctive and it follows the sequence of tenses. 

Cum tu non adesses, pecuniam Marco dedi.

4. Concessive Clauses – (Cum is translated although) The verb of the clause is in the subjunctive and it followes the sequence of tenses. Usually tamen (nevertheless, still, yet) or a similar word will be in the main clause.

Cum oppidum incendissemus, hostes tamen fortiter pugnabant.

Note: When the subject of the cum clause is the same as the subject of the main clause, that subject will come before the cum clause.

Marcus cum fidelis amicus sit me non relinquet.
