Hamlet Subjective Assessment

Directions: This subjective assessment is worth 75 points and is due on March 14 for set 3 and March 15 for set 6.  Presentations for subjective assessments will take place on the last two class days of the third quarter.  For set 3, those two days are March 14 & 15   For set 6, those two days are March 15 & 16.  If you anticipate any absences, you need to come and see me well in advance of the due dates.  No-shows on the presentation dates will result in zeros.  I appreciate your cooperation.  Only project #5 may be a group project with a maximum number of three students.

Project #1: Memorize and Enact a Soliloquy From Hamlet

Requirements: 

1. Memorize an entire soliloquy.  

2. Wear Elizabethan clothing and props appropriate for your character.

3. Soliloquy must convey an appropriate tone.

4. Write a 1-2 reflection on the process of effectively enacting a soliloquy.  Must have MLA header.

Project #2: Hamlet Play For Young Readers
Requirements:

1. Choose ten scenes from the play to include in your play.

2. Illustrate each scene clearly and in color—no color equals huge point deduction.

3. Neatly staple or bind cartoon in a folder.  Include an illustrated cover page.

4. Write a 1-2 page reflection on the process of effectively conveying a complex play like Hamlet in ten scenes for young readers.  Must have MLA header.

Project #3: Compile a Soundtrack For Hamlet
Requirements:

1. Select 10 highly relevant songs for a cd that effective portray characters, themes, and/or scenes from Hamlet.  Create your cd.

2. Design a cd cover and title relevant to the theme, characters, and/or scenes.  Your cover should connect all of your songs.

3. Choose at least three of the songs that you will discuss for your presentation.  You should choose particularly poignant parts of each song (no more than 30-40 seconds).

4.  Write a 1-2 page reflection on the process of effectively compiling a cd that reflects a particular theme, character, or scene from Hamlet.  Must have MLA header.

Project #4: Construct a Hamlet Soliloquy Webpage

Requirements:

1. Choose one soliloquy from Hamlet and create a webpage based on this soliloquy.

2. Create links to credible sources from the Internet (if you need help ascertaining the credibility of a source, access the Harriton Library’s homepage and download the credibility assessment document).  These sources should help explain the significance of your particular soliloquy. You may use links that explain words, images, tone, Shakespeare, Hamlet, etc.  

3. Include one audio-visual source either as a link or an embedment in your page. Proofread and check your webpage for errors, copyright infringements, etc. 

4. Write a 1-2 page reflection on the process of effectively creating and editing a webpage that provides resources to help Internet searchers understand a particular soliloquy from Hamlet.  Must have MLA header.

Project #5: Make A “Mousetrap”

Requirements:

1. Choose a particular current event, whether local or national (all events must be in good taste and pre-approved by Mr. Fritz) that is on the hearts and minds of your friends and family.

2. Design a 3-4 page play that effectively “catches the conscience” of your audience.  Remember that your play must imitate a current event, but your play must not have the same names or locations.

3. Record your play in an audio-visual format that can be played on a Mac during the day of your presentation.

4. Each member must write a 1-2 page reflection on the process of effective making a play that “catches the conscience” of an audience.  Must have MLA header.
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
