What Does Mr. Fritz Expect Of Us In This Class?

Contribute actively toward an atmosphere of RESPECT.  Respect yourself, your fellow students, the teacher and any guests, the property of others, the subject, and the learning environment.  Please note that most examples of classroom misconduct are violations of this simple guideline.

· Respect for yourself includes assuming responsibility for your choices and actions; trying your hardest; and coming to class with the intention to learn.
Think before you act.  If it is disrespectful to anyone, or will irritate your instructor, do not do it.  Finally, remember that all policies and procedures of the Lower Merion School District and of Harriton High School apply in this classroom.

What Is Mr. Fritz’s Absence/Make-up Policy?

Unexcused absences will result in a zero for any missed work (including any work due on that day, any work done for credit in class, and that day’s class participation credit).  Please consult your student guide for details of the Harriton High School absence policy.

· You will frequently be given a syllabus with major assignments, and will be responsible for any you miss.  If you are out of class for a legitimate school activity, sporting event, field trip, etc., please consult your calendar and bring the assigned work to school on the assigned dates.  While the calendar is your guideline, assignments are frequently added or altered during class, and notes are almost always given.  It is your responsibility to get those notes or added assignments from a classmate.

· Tests and quizzes will be administered to you immediately upon your return from an absence, unless it is an extended absence for serious illness.

· If you have gotten your assignments and notes from a classmate following an absence, and still have questions or need help, I will be happy to help.  Please see me at an appropriate time to schedule a meeting.

How Are We Graded?

· A point system applies to all coursework: homework, classroom participation, quizzes, journals, projects, essays, in-class work, etc. Numerical averages will be converted to letter grades using the Harriton Grade Scale.

· You will be given a manila folder in which to keep all of your assessed (graded) material. · Class participation counts!  To earn class participation credit, you must be:

· Present, on time;

· Fully participating in the class activities in a positive way.

· Unannounced quizzes may be given on any homework, reading assignment, or course material.  

· Assignments are due at the beginning of class unless otherwise indicated in writing.

· Questions about assignments or material covered in class should be handled before the assignment is due and will not serve as an excuse for late work once the assignment due date has arrived.  I am here to help, and welcome the questions you have regarding your work prior to the due date.
