WRITTEN BOOK REPORT FORMAT

A. Format (5 points) 

1. Upper right corner: first then last name, subject, period, date. 

2. Top line: title of book. 

3. Second line: author(s). 

B. Characters (10 points) 

4. Identify the protagonist(s), antagonist(s), and foil(s) as appropriate. 

5. List each major character and briefly explain who he/she is and his/her relationship to the main character. 

C. Setting (10 points) 

6. Discuss the time, place and mood of the book in detail. 

7. Provide supporting examples as appropriate. 

D. Plot (The story of the book in ten sentences) (30 points) 

8. Select ten (10) of the most important events that occur in the book. 

9. Write one sentence about each event. 

10. If there were more than ten important happenings, combine the related happenings into one well-constructed, compound or complex sentence. 

11. Use complete sentences and make certain that all verb tenses agree. 

E. Theme (15 points) 

12. Discuss the theme of the book. 

13. Relate the book theme to daily life. 

F. Character Analysis (15 points) 

14. Choose two (2) characters and discuss them in depth. 

15. See book report guidelines for assistance. 

G. Evaluation (15 points) 

16. Write one paragraph of a least four sentences describing why you would or would not recommend the book to others. 

17. The paragraph must contain: 

a. One (1) topic sentence.
b. Multiple supporting sentences.
c. One (1) concluding sentence.

H. Accompanying Project (Required of all book reports, written or oral. 50 points) 

Create a scrapbook, diary, or journal that might have been kept by one of the main characters in the book. 
Resume Writing. As a tie-in to your career education program, challenge each student to create a resume for a book character. The student should include in the resume a statement of the applicant's goals and a detailed account of his or her experience and outside interests. 

10.MAKE A NEW BOOK JACKET. It should include an attractive picture or cover design, an original summary of the book, information on the author and illustrator, and information about other books by the author. 


30.IMPERSONATE A CHARACTER AND TELL AN EPISODE IN A BOOK. Dress up as a character and retell the story

32.INTERVIEW A CHARACTER FROM A BOOK. Prepare questions to give another student. The reader assumes the role of the character in the book and answers the questions as that character. 

53.COMPARE LIFE STYLES. As a group project, have the students compare the way of life in the book to present day living in their community. This can be presented in panel format. For example, the methods of transportation, fashions, foods, customs, religious practices, types of government can be compared to their modern counterparts. 

55.THE WRITTEN WORD VERSUS THE VIDEO. Compare the book to the movie or television version of it. What aspects of the book have been altered for the visual performance and why? Do these alterations make the story "better"? Why or why not? 

62.PERSONAL TASTE. Select one character from the book. If he/she were living today, what kind of clothes, books, records, movies, etc. would he/she select?  Why would he/she do so? 
75.FICTION OR REALITY. Choose a character who seems to have realistic experiences. Write about something similar that has happened to you. 
77.TRADING PLACES. Write a short paper explaining why you would or would not like to change places with one of the characters in the novel. 
83.BE A MODERN ARTIST. Using various mediums, create a collage that comments on a particular theme or issue in the book. 
. Write a new ending for the story, or add an extra chapter. This is especially good if you hated the ending. Remember, you have to use a similar style and the ending has to make sense with the rest of the story.

Interview a character from your book. Write at least ten questions that will give the character the opportunity to discuss his/her thoughts and feelings about his/her role in the story. However you choose to present your interview is up to you. 

2. Write a diary that one of the story's main characters might have kept before, during, or after the book's events. Remember that the character'sthoughts and feelings are very important in a diary. 

3. If you are reading the same book as one or more others are reading, dramatize a scene from the book. Write a script and have several rehearsals before presenting it to the class.

 Write a FULL (physical, emotional, relational) description of three of the characters in the book. Draw a portrait to accompany each description. 

5. 
Write and perform an original song that tells the story of the book. 
6. Create a newspaper for your book. Summarize the plot in one article, cover the weather in another, do a feature story on one of the more interesting characters in another. Include an editorial and a collection of ads that would be pertinent to the story.
7. Make a mobile about the story. Write a diary that one of the story's main characters might have kept before, during, or after the book's events. Remember that the character's thoughts and feelings are very important in a diary. 

8. Build a miniature stage setting of a scene in the book. Include a written explanation of the scene. 
9. Make a poster advertising your book so someone else will want to read it. 

10. Make a Venn diagram on the ways you are like and unlike one of the characters in your story. 

11. Write about one of the character's life twenty years from now. 

12. Write a letter from one of the characters to a beloved grandparent 

13. Write a multiple choice quiz of the book with at least ten questions.
14. Cut out magazine pictures to make a collage or a poster illustrating the idea of the book. 

15. Draw a comic-book page complete with bubble-style conversations showing an incident in your book. 

16. Use a journalistic style and write a news story about something that happened to one of the characters. 

17. Make a test for the book you read. Include 10 true-false, 10 multiple choice, and 10 short essay questions. After writing the test, provide the answers for your questions. 

18. Select one character from the book you read who has the qualities of a heroine or hero. List these qualities and tell why you think they are heroic. 

19. Imagine that you are about to make a feature-length film of the novel you read. You have been instructed to select your cast from members of your English class. Cast all the major characters in your novel from your English classmates and tell why you selected each person for a given part. 

20. Tape an interview with one of the characters in the book you read. Pretend that this character is being interviewed by a magazine or newspaper reporter. You may do this project with a partner, but be sure to write a script before taping. You may choose to do a "live" version of this. 
21. Write the copy for a newspaper front page that is devoted entirely to the book you read. The front page should look as much like a real newspaper page as possible. The articles on the front page should be based on events and characters in the book. 

22. Make a time line of the major events in the book you read. Be sure the divisions on the time line reflect the time period in the plot. Use drawings or magazine cutouts to illustrate events along the time line. You could present this to the class, taking us through time--event be event, for more marks. 

23. Change the setting of the book you read. Tell how this change of setting would alter events and affect characters. 

24. Make a paper doll likeness of one of the characters in the book you read. Design at least threes costumes for this character. Next, write a paragraph commenting on each outfit; tell what the clothing reflects about the character, the historical period and events in the book.
