To commemorate Athena’s victory over Poseidon as the patron of Athens, the ancient Greeks built one of the most famous ancient places, called the Acropolis. Part of the Acropolis is the Parthenon, the most famous ancient religious center in Greece. It’s also known as the Temple of Athena. Click on the link to discover the Parthenon.
