Final Exam – A Study Guide

The final exam is based on all seven chapters covered in this course, that is:

Chapters 1 through 4, and 5, 6, and 9.  The long and short answer sections are based on the material covered after the mid-term.
The exam consists of three sections. The first section is 50 multiple choice questions.

The second section is two short-answer questions.  The final section is two long-answer questions.

You might want to consider writing the exam backwards by doing the long answer questions first. These questions are worth a lot of marks.

The following topics represent much of the material we’ve covered during the course.

These “hints” will help you prepare. But be warned. They are in no way representative of all the possible questions on this exam.
Write a definition of natural law, procedural law, and common law.

What does stare decisis mean?

Describe the basic tenets of the Charter of Rights and Freedoms.

How does Canada’s Supreme Court decide on which cases they will hear?

What is the function and purpose of administrative tribunals?

Which area is the jurisdiction of the provincial governments? Which area falls under the jurisdiction of the federal government?

Describe alternatives to litigation.

What are the advantages and disadvantages of alternative dispute resolution?

What happens in court at the pre-trial stage?

How would you define assault and battery?

Distinguish between careless and negligent conduct.
What do you need to establish to win an action in negligence?

How could you defend a negligence action?

What constitutes a valid contract?

What do we mean by, “an invitation to treat?”

If I want to withdraw an offer, which circumstances would make it possible for me to do it legally?

To what extent do infants have a capacity to contract?

How are some people limited from entering into contracts?

What kinds of contracts would be considered, “against public policy?”

What is the primary purpose of the Sale of Goods Act?

The sale of goods over which amount must be evidenced in writing to be enforceable? (note that this doesn’t apply in Manitoba anymore)

What do FOB and COD contracts mean?

How do you determine who has title to goods?

What are the different forms of negotiable instruments?

What’s a promissory note?

What do we mean by strict liability? Is it imposed on the manufacturer or the supplier of goods?
