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ARTICLE I
NAME
The name of this club shall be “Oakwood Men’s Golf Club”

ARTICLE II

PURPOSE
This club has been formed and exists for the purpose of:

1. Playing the game of golf.

2. Promoting good fellowship and sportsmanship

3. Learning and practicing the rules, the etiquette and the true spirit of the game of golf and thus, promoting its highest standards.

4. Promoting the development of public links golf.

5. Supporting the United States Golf Association, the Wisconsin Public Links Association and the Milwaukee County Public Links Association by such membership as these associations provide.

ARTICLE III
MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.

This club shall consist of “active members” and golfers who do most of their playing on public links courses.  Any member that has been a member of this club each consecutive year subsequent to and including the “Founding Year” shall be called a “Charter Member”.

Section 2.  Active Members

A. Any male person who has completed an application for membership and is acceptable to the Board of Directors after having paid-in-full the required club dues shall be eligible for “active membership”.

B. Active membership shall entitle the holder to all privileges of the club including one vote.

C. Any member resigning from the club will forfeit all dues and fees that have been paid for that year, subject to the discretion of the executive board.

D. There shall be no limit to the amount of members accepted into this club unless otherwise specified by the Board of Directors.

Section 3.  Membership Requirements

A. Attend as many meetings as possible.
B. Be an active participant in all club functions and tournaments.

C. Post an average of three (3) scores per month for your handicap and an average of fifteen (15) per year.  

D. It is your responsibility to report on time for all club outings in which you have signed up.  It is required that you pay the cost of the outing at the time you sign up.  If you are unable to attend, after you have signed up, it is your responsibility to obtain a replacement subsequent to the cut-off date or forfeit the cost paid.

E. If qualified, volunteer your services as an officer or committeeman.

ARTICLE IV
OFFICERS

The officers of this club shall consist of a president, vice president, secretary and treasurer.  They shall be elected in accordance with ARTICLE VIII.  No person shall hold more than one office.  Any vacancies occurring between regularly scheduled elections shall be filled by the Board of Directors.  All offices are for a term of one (1) year.  The officers shall not receive a salary.

The duties of the officers are as follows:

A. President – He shall preside at all meetings of the club and Board of Directors.  He shall be responsible for the appointment of all committee chairmen necessary to support all of the club activities throughout the year.  He shall prepare an operating budget for the coming fiscal year.  In general, he shall perform the duties incident to his office.
B. Vice President – During the absence of the president, he shall perform the duties of that office.  He shall be totally responsible for the arrangement of the club banquet, running of the club championship and to act as nominating chairman for the filling of offices for the following year.  In general, he shall perform the duties incident to his office.

C. Secretary – He shall keep the records of all meetings of the club and the Board of Directors.  He shall be responsible for and have charge of all correspondence, files, records and papers of the club except that which pertain to the office of the Treasurer.  He shall present and read at the first general meeting of the Club, the minutes of the Board of Directors meeting.  He shall, in conjunction with the membership chairman, generate and distribute to each member a complete roster of the clubs membership containing pertinent information as set forth in the By Laws.  He shall be responsible for updating the By Laws each year and making them available to the membership.  In general, he shall perform the duties incident to his office.

D. Treasurer – He shall keep full and accurate accounts of all monies received and shall deposit the same in the name and to the credit of the club in such depositories as may be designated by the Board of Directors.  He shall disburse all monies under the direction of the Board of Directors.  He shall have authority to receive and to give receipts for all monies due and payable to the club from any source.
ARTICLE V

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Board of Directors shall consist of the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, past President and all committeemen appointed by the President for the fiscal year.

SECTION 1.  POWERS AND DUTIES
Subject only to the provisions of this Constitution, the Board of Directors shall have complete control of the policies and procedures of this club.

SECTION 2.  MEETINGS

It is recommended that the Board of Directors shall meet at the call of the President at least three (3) months prior to the first general club meeting for the purpose of determining the recommended policies and procedures to be used for the coming fiscal year.

SECTION 3.  MEETING MINUTES

The Secretary shall prepare a complete set of minutes of the Board of Directors meeting and shall read these minutes to the general membership in attendance at the first general meeting of the fiscal year.  At that time, the general membership in attendance shall be given an opportunity to discuss and/or revise these minutes to change the policies and procedures if they so desire.  The minutes must then be approved by majority vote and in so doing become the policies and procedures for that fiscal year and are added to the By Laws as stated in Article XVI.  Any changes made must be made in the form of a motion and seconded and approved by a majority vote.  Subsequent to the first general meeting, any motions passed during the fiscal year will not become effective until the next fiscal year, provided the Board of Directors can implement the motion.
SECTION 4. EXPENDITURES

No indebtedness or liability shall be incurred by the Board of Directors in any year which exceeds the funds on hand.

SECTION 5.  IMPEACHMENT

The Board of Directors may recommend impeachment of any board member at any time, but impeachment must be approved by the general membership in attendance at the next regularly scheduled meeting by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote.
ARTICLE VI
DUES
The yearly dues may vary and are payable on or before February 15th.  Members delinquent in dues shall be denied all privileges of membership.  Members whose dues are not paid by said date shall be removed as current members.  Subsequent reinstatement, including assessment of any penalty, will be determined as seen fit by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VII
FISCAL YEAR

The new fiscal year shall begin immediately following the last scheduled club function of the current fiscal year, which is typically the banquet.
ARTICLE VIII
NOMINATIONS & ELECTIONS

The vice president shall be the nominating chairman for the purpose of obtaining nominations for the offices of president, vice president, secretary and treasurer for the following year.  He shall appoint whatever committeemen he may need to properly conduct the nominations and elections.

The vice president shall, at the August meeting of the club, present a list of nominees for the above mentioned offices.  At that time, additional nominations may be received from the floor.  All persons nominated must accept the nomination before their name will be placed on the ballot.  Should a nominee run unopposed for a specific office, then no ballot will be put together for that office.
Nominations will be closed within one (1) week of the adjournment of the August meeting.  A list of nominees will be included in the August minutes.

The election shall take place at the September club meeting.  A showing by a raise of hands will be made for each non-contested office.  Should a specific office be contested, a ballot must be completed and given to a member of the nominating committee prior to the start of the meeting.  All individual ballot voting shall be kept confidential by the nominating committee.  After the ballots have been counted, the nominating committee shall announce the election winner(s).  Absentee voting may occur by contacting the responsible nominating committee person whose name shall be placed in the August minutes. 

All ballots shall then be kept seven (7) days after the election and then shall be destroyed by the nominating chairman.

ARTICLE IX

DEATH BENEFIT

In the event of the death of any active member of this club, a gift of $50.00 shall be sent to the deceased member’s family.

ARTICLE X

CLUB CHAMPION

This club shall have a yearly “Club Champion” and the means by which this champion is selected shall be determined by the By Laws governing the club for the current year.  All members are eligible to participate.  Each winner’s name shall be engraved on the Club Champion Trophy which is contained in the trophy case at the clubhouse.
ARTICLE XI

OAKWOOD CLASSIC

The Oakwood Classic is an annual event to be held each year in the form of a two-man, team event.  The number of teams, rules and prizes shall be determined by the By Laws governing the club for the current year.  The winning team’s names shall be engraved on the Oakwood Classic Plaque which is contained in the trophy case at the clubhouse.  

ARTICLE XII

CUP MATCHES

A.  This club shall have an annual event that is open to all members of the club.  The number of entrants, rules and prizes shall be determined by the By Laws governing the club for the current year.  The winning member’s name shall be engraved on the Cup Plaque which is contained in the trophy case at the clubhouse.

B.  This club shall have an annual event that is open to all members of the club who are at least 50 years of age.  The number of entrants, rules and prizes shall be determined by the By Laws governing the club for the current year.  The winning member’s name shall be engraved on the Senior Cup Plaque which is contained in the trophy case at the clubhouse.

ARTICLE XIII

OUTINGS

This club shall have competitive and social events throughout the year involving as many club members as possible.  The type of events, format and prizes shall be determined by the By Laws governing the club for the current year.

ARTICLE XIV

HOLE-IN-ONE

Should any active member of this club score a hole-in-one on a regulation 18-hole golf course, that is properly witnessed, he shall submit the following to the President:



1.  Date

4.  Yardage



2.  Place (course)
5.  Club Used



3.  Hole Number
6.  Name of Witness(es)

In recognition of his hole-in-one, his name shall be engraved on the Hole-in-One Plaque that shall remain in the trophy case at the clubhouse.

ARTICLE XV

AMENDMENTS

A proposed amendment should be submitted in writing to the Board of Directors and the Board, in turn, will submit it to the general membership for a majority vote at the first general meeting of the fiscal year.
ARTICLE XVI

BY LAWS

A listing of the current policies and procedures which govern the club shall be maintained in the form of By Laws.  Any policy or procedure accepted under Article V, Section 3 shall be added to the existing By Laws.  All By Laws will remain in effect for subsequent years unless a proposal is passed to remove or modify same.
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
