Outside Reading Activities List

After you complete your outside reading you must complete one of the activities listed below.  You may not do the same activity more than once.  If you have an idea for an activity that is not on the list, ask me for approval.

1. Choose a character in the story and write a journal entry, poem, letter, song, etc… from that person’s point of view.  Make sure you take into account the information given about that character.

2. Choose a character in the story and draw a picture relating to what you think is significant about the character and his or her actions.

3. Choose a character in the story, or the author, and create a set of interview questions to ask that person.  Then, answer the questions while you pretend to be that person.

4. Find another person who has read the story and interview them.  Create thought provoking and critical questions so a discussion will occur.  Write down both the questions and the answers.

5. Read a poem or listen to a song that relates to the story in some way (theme, setting, motifs, symbols, etc…).  Then, write a compare and contrast essay using elements and information from the poem/song and the story.

6. Read a critical essay relating to the story and discuss your reaction to that essay in essay or journal form.

7. Write a song or a poem relating to the story and record yourself singing or reading it.

8. Turn the story into a movie script and record the production.

9. Write a prequel or a sequel to the story keeping in mind the characters past and/or future actions.  Or, write a creative new ending to the story.

10. Create a collage relating to the major themes, characters, plot, setting, etc…in that story.
