The Task 
You are to choose one person or group of people involved in this migration and create a power point presentation. The power point must include the following:
·  Must have 7 slides: Cover, Who, What, When, Significance, Bibliography, blank 

·  Minimum of 2 sources (must be different types of sources) 

·  Contribution to the settlement of the west 

·   Spelling/Grammar count in the point total 

·   Bibliography must be in correct format 

·   1 picture or graphic that relates appropriately to the presentation 

·   Last slide should be blank and the same background as the others 

 Before beginning the PowerPoint, you must complete a rough draft worksheet. The worksheet must be pre-approved and must be signed by Mr. Scally or Ms. Peterson. The final PowerPoint presentation will be turned into Mr. Scally at this address: mkscally@yahoo.com .  

 The presentation will count as an extension activity and you may be asked to present it to your classroom.

The Process 
To accomplish the task, you must complete a few steps first and learn about some of the people who helped to settle the West.
1. You should read Chapter 12 (pgs. 354 - 383) in your textbook  

2. Decide on the person or group of people you would like to present 

3. Begin researching using a variety of sources including the internet, books, and other library resources 

4. Write down or highlight important information.
5. Complete as much of the worksheet as possible, you may learn that you need to research further or be missing important information. 

6. Once the rough draft is complete, give it to either Mr. Scally or Ms. Petersen.  One of them will read it and tell you if you are approved. The teachers will not check for spelling or grammar mistakes. That is your responsibility! 

7. Complete your power point presentation following the guidelines given in the task section of the WebQuest. 

8. Finally, turn in the final project to Mr. Scally using his email address. Be proud of your hard work and accomplishment :) 

You may need to organize your information to help you find the important facts for your presentation. Some helpful strategies are: highlight the text from printed materials (look for bold or italicized words), use note cards to write down information and write the title on the back of each card, use a graphic organizer to help sequence events, pick up a bibliography example from the school library, and ask for help if you don't understand the assignment or are having difficulties.
