	The Star was first published on Sept 9, 1971, starting off as a regional newspaper with its plant in George Town, Penang.

It was the first tabloid and the first English language daily to be printed using the web-offset process.

 Malaysia's first prime minister Tunku Abdul Rahman, who had retired, joined the board of Star Publications (Malaysia) Bhd (the publisher of The Star and its sister paper, Sunday Star) and became its chairman. 


	This newspaper was founded in the belief that the British press needed more independence of mind, more pluralism of politics and a renewed commitment to the virtues of honest reporting and good writing.

· The STAR newspaper writers are more neutral and follow most of their article and news from the US newspapers and CNN. Whereas the Independent newspaper writes are more focus on their own points and gives more personal opinions on this issues.
