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The issue that I am going discuss here is about what’s happen and still happening
in my city currently. This is none other than teenage and youth problems that was been in an issue all around the cities in Malaysia. I lived in Selayang Baru, Kuala Lumpur, so the issues are all consent about cases in Kuala Lumpur areas.
As you can refer to the article I have attached (see last page) with this report there are many cases of robbery, attack by youth, child abuse, teenage pregnancy. Why is this happening and what when wrong? I am not referring to one case but in general issues surrounding youth problem today and ways how to overcome this problems.

Teenage youth end up fighting, collage teenage girl get pregnant, wedlock, robberies and rape are some of the issues here. Not only in Malaysia but also around the world this has been a problem to all. Like the recent issue in Sydney, Australia were youth and teenagers are caught for arson (starting the fire) the forest and cause damages to environment. Who are to be blame for these misbehavers? Are the parents not bringing up their children properly? Are the education system in Malaysia to be blame for not educating them the moral and ethics in school? Or the government to allowing them to broadcast western television programs that influences teenagers to behave violently. Or the teenage them self for mixing around with wrong peers / friends.

In a event recently the prime minister said "To be like the motto, children need to grow up in a proper family environment. It is not a simple instinct for a couple to be ready to build a good family situation for their baby."

"Well-educated, middle-class parents are often able to provide a suitable atmosphere of warmth and affection for their kids. Starting from pregnancy, they try to learn how to prepare to be good fathers and mothers through relevant mass media and even nursing courses, without any financial worries. Later on, these parents seek out the best things for their children, from the best toys to".

“Education for children should begin at pregnancy,” Kasem noted. “But few parents realise this point, because they never been taught it before. Being a good parent is not a matter of being rich or poor. But they do need more family knowledge. Unfortunately, even in the education reform plan, this issue is still absent.” 

To pave the way for a brighter future for children, all relevant agencies should provide proper family education for both children and adults. 

At school, students should have a chance to learn about a family’s relations and management. Real lessons of broken and happy families must be provided for them to realise the keys to the success or mistakes of family building, so that they can prepare themselves for being mature parents in the future. Who should be blamed for this the parents or the youth themselves for their wrongdoing? Some of the reasons for these happenings are single parents who are not able to educate or guide their children properly in their growing years and end up bring up an unmoral person to this world.
Recent issue surrounding the article in print press newspapers is social problems women face in wedlock. Basically what is wedlock? In Malaysia there are 40% population of children and youths of the total population and they are exposed to television everyday and most of these programs are western influences, which show violent, sex, and being macho and sexy in society. This influence is easily captured in their young minds and start using these behaviours in their daily life. Some example of TV series are baywatch, WWF wrestling, HBO movies that have too much of action and violent. Psychologically children mind are easily able to understand and capture anything that they see and hear at young age whether its bad or good information. So here the blame should be on TV broadcasters and the government for allowing this programmes to be aired. They should, instead choose a healthier lifestyle programme consistent with Eastern values.

Beside TV programmes the government also sometimes doesn’t develop a system to educate moral and ethical values on teenager today. A recent issue about dividing the students according to ethnics in classes was a bad example because this will create a society of unfriendly people and racism. Sports activities in school are not taken serious at all. This is a bad example too, because involving students in school sports activities will develop their mental power and avoid them from involving in bad activities such a drug takings and gang fights.

Beside that sex education also need to be implement in school years so that the student will know the negative side effects of free sex and the transmission of HIV/AIDS. I am sure that society and, more so, parents are always worried their children will bring shame to their family with sex related social problems such as unwanted teenage pregnancies. How many of us were really educated about sex in schools? It is the lack of knowledge, the refusal and hesitancy to discuss the whole sex issue in the open that is creating the urge to fulfil that curiosity to many unanswered question among out teenagers and which finally cause many of today’s sex-related social problems. Sale of condom openly will also help prevent practice of unsafe sex. Parents and various religious organisations or counsellors must be ready to talk children about sex and not keep it as a taboo subject. By doing this it will reduce teenage pregnancy and wedlock problems. 

As in a recent article in newspaper it says, “another problem in our society is that parents some time even teach their children to give “an eye for an eye” when faced with a problem in school.” Parents should teach their children to love and respect themselves and others. These lessons should begin from the very day they are born. When they hold their babies and touch them warmth and comfort, they are showing them their love as care for their needs. Emphasise the importance of teaching children forgiveness and not to use violence to solve problems. If parents hit their children, they are sending a message that say, “I want you to change the way you think or behave and I am going to control you.” Today, threat of war and fighting terrorism with violence has proved to be ineffective. It only results in more pain and suffering for the innocent. Similarly, in homes where physical punishment is often used, children tend to be often used, children tend to be more aggressive and violent. They are more likely to cause trouble rather than keep peace among their peers. We can teach our children by our actions and words. If we behave respectfully towards other and show our children how to resolve conflicts peacefully, our children will learn to do the same. Much of what our children learn comes from our examples as parents and teachers.

 Parents should use words that are positive and respectful. Avoid name-calling and verbal attacks. Sarcasm and shouting lead to feelings of low self-esteem and anger in children. Parents should use of soft, calm voice when talking to their children. 

To prevent youth involved in unhealthy activities co-operation was also needed from school authorities, the community and associations to help organise activities such as sports day, Gotong Royong, Rakan Muda activities, and also multi-cultural youth days. 


If our society follows all this steps as above we can bring up a good moral and ethic society and free from all danger or unwanted activities happening.
