Holiness/Wrath of God


Goonies? Sloth “Hey you guys!” Chump “Truffle Shuffle.” A part of the movie I remember distinctively is when the Japanese kid relays the message that the dad would not have to sign the closure papers. The Spanish speaking lady still had some valued marbles would pay off the house. He rips up the documents with a tenacious look and is so happy that he can keep his house. As he rips you can feel his tension and eagerness to put closure on the event. Tonight we are going to look at how Jesus ripped the old tradition which enabled us to approach God and His Holiness.

God is holy
· Hebrew root word “to be holy” = to cut or to separate –> completely separate from sin.
· Isaiah 6:1-5 –   Angels flying around, doorposts and thresholds were shaking, Temple filled with smoke at their voices
· “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord Almighty…” Attribute which fully describes Him
· Repetition expresses God’s infinite holiness.
· God obviously deserve attention and respect

      ● 6:5 God Holiness makes us recognize our sin and humbles us=> Isaiah’s motives
· Another instance of God’s Holiness: Tabernacle had three separate areas: Service Area, Holy Place, Holy of Holies – separated by curtains of goat hair: 4 men moved curtain
· Day of Atonement: Everyone had to deny themselves, Priest had to sacrifice/blood to enter every area; Holy of Holies Aaron’s 2 sons 
God demands perfection in his Presence since He is holy, blameless, pure (Heb 7:26)  
***Israel strayed from His perfection  
1. OT Israel made idols/sinful and strayed from God and His Holines. Made God very mad. 
2. God provided: Promised Abraham, 100 Gave child, Brought 600,000 Israelites  out of Egypt:10 plagues, Passover, Red Sea, H20, Manna/Quail, Mt Sinai trembled/smoke: Moses’s face, 10 commandments

3. Yet golden calf and Generation after Joshua forgot about Lord Made idols/Evil Practices. God is jealous. Wouldn’t you be after all He did?
4. Idol: anything you treasure or trust more than God. That would piss me off.

Wrath Explored
5. Ezekiel 6:11-13  God wanted to punish Israel/name be glorified
6. God removes/destroys things which displease him – “they will know that I am the LORD when people are slain amongst idols” God’s Wrath and Idols go together – sense some hostility towards idols
7. John 3:36 God’s wrath remains on those who reject God
8. What Christ wants: be satisfied and believe, He has done so much

9. Christ Ultimate SacrificeTabernacle: Luke 23:45 “curtain of the temple was torn in two.” Holy of Holies. Implying Hebrews 10:19-22 Christ presents us to God through His sacrifice, Able to enter the Holy of Holies. We may be holy. Explain: AppreciationChrist
This sacrifice ripped the curtain forever Piece of Paper.  and has allowed us to appear before the Judge, the God in heaven which is shaking  and filled with smoke because everyone is screaming “Holy Holy Holy is Lord Almighty”, we are able since Christ came down to make the eternal sacrifice. We may approach the Holy of Holies daily with confidence and faith, when we 
disregard our idols saying “God you are so much greater, and we may experience God and
We are able to daily deny ourself, disregard idols, and confront God’s Holiness, His barrier is removed and we may truly enjoy Him and enter into His Holiness
