A great way to alleviate job interview stress is to be 
prepared to appropriately answer the questions posed. 
Preparing for job interviews by practicing questions and 
answers can make you appear more at ease under pressure 
and confident, which are good traits no matter what the 
job is. Here are some sample questions and suggestions 
for an appropriate way to answer them:

Q: Why did you leave your last job?
A: Changes occurred in management and/or staff and I didn't feel as 
comfortable there as when I started.

Q: Why do you have gaps in your resume?
A: I was unhappy with what I was doing so I took some time to 
analyze my situation and obtain some experience and/or training (for 
example, I took classes) in what I determined I wanted to do next. 
Or you could simply say: I spent time freelancing to gain varied 
experience.

Other questions to be prepared for are:
- What are your biggest weaknesses as an employee?
- Tell me about the best/worse boss you've ever had! 
- Do you work well under pressure? Explain!
- What does the word "success" mean to you?
- How would your coworkers describe you?
- What is the most difficult situation you have faced?
- What are the skills you most need to develop to advance your 
career?

There are volumes written on this subject! Just be prepared.
