SEO- Search Engine Optimization


Search engines like Google show Meta tags in their search results. You perform a search task by filling out:
(A) Certain keywords tag.  (The results you will get is)
(B) The title tag and
(C) The small text item, the description tag.
Syntax: (A) Keywords
    <meta name="keywords" content="Text here">
Example: 
<meta name="keywords" content="meta, metatags, meta tag, meta tags, submit, search engines, spiders, sites, submit site, search engine submit, website, submit website, add meta tags, find website, be found on internet, keywords, keyword">
Explain: 
 	It's very important that you add the keywords you want your site to be found under in your KEYWORD tag. If a search engine spider finds the same words on your website and in your meta tags, these words will be ranked higher in the search index. Don't add too many words, the most search engines will only index the first 20 words. Make sure that you put the 10 most important keywords first.
          Try to give each page of your website a relevant title, description and keywords that correspond with the text on your website. A visitor will find the exact information within your website, on the correct page.
Syntax: (B) Title Tag
The title tag isn't a real meta tag but a so called html tag. But that doesn't make it less important because we actually always mention the title in combination with the description and the keyword meta tag.
<title> relevant and attractive phrase </title> 
The title is the first (usually click-able) phrase you see as a search result. The best thing to do is to make the title no longer than 100 characters. You should see the title as a short commercial message that has to attract your visitor.
It's very important that the title is click-able. By using the title you can influence click behavior. So it is very important to come up with a fantastic title. Make sure you make up a unique title for every page of your website. Many website builders don't make proper titles. They use a so called template and you are only able to fill out meta tags once. Those tags will be used for every web-page of your website. So the same meta tags on every page. This is fatal for your change to get a good listing in the index of a search engine.
1. do not use keywords more than once in the title,
2. use characters like () * and | to make a sentence easy to read and
3. Put a call-to-action in the title. Stimulate a click, ask for an order!
Syntax: (C) Description tag
<meta name="description" content="text">
What is the Meta Description Tag?
Replace the word "text" with a short description of your web-page. Use no more than 200 characters. This short line of text will appear 1-on-1 in the search results. Create and add a different meta description tag for every page.
Example:
 <meta name="description" content="On our website you will find all the information about meta tags, search engine optimization and submitting your website to the search engines.">
Where should you add this meta description tag?
You may add the meta tags in all of your web-pages, so not only in the first index page. Make sure that on every page relevant meta tags are added.  Add keywords and phrases that are relevant and correspond to the text on that specific page. It might be a lot of work to add specific meta tags to each page but you will notice in time that it works!

What is the meaning of the meta name "robots" tag?
        How do you explain to a spider of a search engine you only want it to index just the first page of your website or that it is allowed to index the whole website. You use a specific HTML meta tag the so called the meta robots tag.
Syntax: Robots tag
<meta name="robots" content="selection">
Add the following robots meta tag in the HTML source of your website page:

<meta name="robots" content="INDEX, FOLLOW">
<META NAME="robots" CONTENT="INDEX, FOLLOW">
<META NAME="robots" CONTENT="index, follow">
<META NAME="robots" CONTENT="all">
<meta name="robots" content="index, nofollow">
<meta name="robots" content="noindex, follow">
<meta name="robots" content="noindex, nofollow">

Glamour Example:

· Lisa's site has three meta keywords which are "Georgia peaches, peaches from Georgia, peach orchards."  
· Gina’s site, who is Lisa's competition has 12 keywords which are "peaches from Georgia, Georgia peaches, peach orchards, peach orchard, peaches, Georgia, Georgia peaches, Gina's peach stand, juicy peaches, peaches from the south, ripe peaches, fresh peaches".
· Because Gina has more than 10 keywords and Lisa has only 3, Lisa stands a better chance of doing well in the search engine.  
· The same rule applies to meta descriptions, except web developers are allowed a max of 150 characters for meta descriptions. 
· Remember that it's 150 characters and not 150 words. While this isn't one of the biggest SEO mistakes a web developer can make, it still can negatively affect search engine rankings.
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
