Episode One

DAY ONE

The long awaited first night of the game had finally arrived, and the ten competitors convened as each of their flights arrived at LAX. They could recognize each other’s similar black duffel bags with the The Mole: The Betrayal logo printed on them. The group of ten mingled with each other as they waited on the last few flights to arrive.
Shawn: What’s up everyone?

Kayla: OK, first of all, let’s go around and introduce ourselves. When I say your name, just introduce yourself and if you want, include a fun fact. Let’s start with Chelsea.

Nicole: She must be Swiss.

Chelsea: Ha ha.

Kayla: Next is Jason.

Jason: I'm Jason, I’m 19, I live in Florida for school, and my fun fact is that I love musicals. I’m kinda obsessed. I’ve also got a tattoo of a flying monkey on my back.
Shawn: Then we’re gonna get along fine. Me loves monkeys.

Kayla: Jen?

Jen: Hi all. I’m Jen, I’m 34, and I have a 100 pound Akita that thinks she is a lap dog.
Kyle: Ha ha ha!

Kayla: Joe?

Joe: I'm Joe, I live in Pennsylvania, I'm 19, and I'm not giving no info out to you people to use against me.

Chelsea: Joe, don’t forget to mention that you’re an exotic dancer at The Cave.

Joe: What about you?

Chelsea: Ha ha.

Kayla: Onto Kyle.

Kyle: Hi...I'm Kyle...I'm 21, I go to school in Philly, and uh, my favorite colors are orange and green. That's it for now.
Shawn: Wow, is everyone from Pennsylvania in this game?

Joe: Kayla representing the home state!

Kayla: OK, Nicole?

Nicole: I’m Sarah Jessica Parker, I collect frogs. That’s all you need to know.

Chelsea: Just frogs, or toads, too?

Nicole: Either one will do.

JOE

Right now, I have no idea who this mole can be. My guess would be Nicole (a.k.a. SJP). Weirdo! And maybe Tom. I think Shawn could also be the mole, he was very outspoken.

Kayla: Rodney?

Rodney: That's me! My name is Rodney...I am 21 years old, and I am a junior in college! I live in Ohio, and go to school in Ohio.

Kyle: Someone’s excited.

Kayla: Shawn?

Shawn: I’m Shawn, there’s not a lot to tell about me, I like Jewel. I watch The Amazing Race, I love horror movies, and I’m special. And I dated Lindsay Lohan.

Joe: Hasn’t like everyone?

Tom: Moles have.

Kayla: Alright…Tom?

Tom: I’m Tom, I live in Las Vegas, Nevada, and I’m 19. And I fell in love with Nelly Furtado this weekend. Ha ha.

Shawn: She’s such a sellout, it’s sickening.

Tom: Well, I’ve always liked her.

Kayla: And last but not least…Tony!

Tony: Hey, well, I'm Tony, I'm 20, and my fun fact is I just ate a really big chocolate chip cookie and now my stomach kinda hurts a bit.

Kyle: Did you only eat it so that you’d have a fun fact?
The players had finished introducing themselves, and the hosts quickly went over the standard procedures and rules. It was now time for the very first challenge of the game.
Kayla: The name of the game is “Long Lost Twin.” None of you have had much time to get to know each other, yet, and that’s the whole point. There are ten of you, and you each have a long lost twin. That means that there are five sets of twins in this room right now. Your mission over the next 10 minutes will be to find your long lost twin.
Kyle: Oh, wow…
Kayla: How do you know who your twin is? Hopefully you answered truthfully when filling out your application, because your twin shares three qualities with you. But we’re going to make it a little easier on you all by giving you a “skeleton,” per se. I’m going to list the 5 group names, and which qualities they each share. You will then have to figure out which group you belong to, and who your twin is. At the end of 10 minutes, you need to report your groups and the qualities you share. Does everyone understand?
Chelsea: What if there is more than one person who is our twin?
Kayla: There won't be more than one person who is your twin. Anymore questions?
Joe: Who is the mole?
Shawn: Sarah Jessica Parker might be the mole.
Kayla: OK, once I reveal the five groups, the game begins, and you will have 10 minutes to find your pairs. For each correct pair, you will receive $5,000 to put in the kitty.
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Kayla: Begin!
Jason: Well, I have a tattoo.
Tom: What the fuck?
Joe: I don't.
Tony: I have a tattoo.
Jason: Who else has a tattoo?
Kyle: I'm a Gemini.
Tom: I don't even remember what I said.
Joe: Anyone ever play the drums?
Kyle: No.
Nicole: Yeah, I don’t remember what I said either.
Kyle: Just go by what the truth is...
The group started out with no strategy, and everyone was throwing out facts in no particular order. Rodney could see that things were going to get chaotic if nobody stepped up and tried to get the facts organized. He decided to be the leader that they all needed if they wanted any chance at banking some cash.


Rodney: Maybe we should take each thing one by one.
Joe: I'm a Leo for number one.
Shawn: I’m a Gemini.
Kyle: I'm a Gemini, too.
Nicole: I’m Taurus.
Jason: I'm a Taurus, too.
Rodney: For group one: Scorpio, Lost, iced tea.
Joe: For group one: Leo, Survivor/BB, Cherry Pepsi.
Chelsea: Yes, let's answer like that so we can see group ones all together.
Shawn: I think I put my favorite show as The Amazing Race.
Kyle: For group one: Gemini, Survivor, Orange Soda.
Tom: For group one: Aquarius, Alias, and I have no clue. Ha ha! I might have said Lost. We are fucked!
Kyle: You might have lied.
Jen: For group one: Cancer, Survivor, Dr. Pepper.
Kyle: OK, so no match. Ha ha!
Rodney: Are there any other Scorpios? No…

Time was quickly passing, and it seemed that Rodney’s strategy wasn’t working out as well as he had planned. Kayla reminded the competitors of their remaining time, and they decided to tackle a new group. But everyone seemed to have a different idea as to how they were going to win, and little time was spent productively.


Kayla: Seven minutes left...
Joe: Is anyone else 5'10”, has brown hair, and is a student? Or anyone have brown eyes, plays the drums and likes rock?
Tom: No.
Joe: Ha ha!
Rodney: Did anyone say The Wizard of Oz as their favorite movie?
Jen: For group two: can't remember, Hugh Jackman, seven.
Chelsea: OK, there have been several Geminis, how about Geminis compare?
Kyle: Gor group two: Crash, Brad Pitt, seventeen.
Joe: Should we just guess at the groups?
Kyle: No.
Joe: We can't seem to find any pairs, though.
Kyle: We need to find, like, two or three to have any shot at guessing.
Tom: We only need one match at first to get going.
Kyle: Obviously.
Joe: No.
Kyle: But it's hard to guess 5 pairs only knowing 1.
Tom: Oh my God!

Fortunately, there were still some players using their ten minutes wisely, and soon enough they were putting things were beginning to click.

Chelsea: For group three: 5'7" or 8" (I can't remember), Brown, Student.
Tom: I think I put 5'7”, brown, student!
Kyle: Yay!
Jen: For group four: Jennifer Garner, Low Maintenance, no tattoos.
Chelsea: Four group five: Brown, Piano, Rock/Country.
Tom: Wait, I think I match Jen too. What the fuck fuck?
Kyle: Someone keep track of the matches.
Joe: For group five: Brown, drums, rock.
Chelsea: So, I've listed all of mine, no one matches me?
Joe: I think me and Chelsea could be for number five. We both have brown eyes, both play instruments, and both put rock.
Rodney: I think I match you, Chelsea.
Tom: I match you! At least, I think…
Chelsea: Everyone matches me.
Joe: You are just so matchable!
Chelsea: Rodney, how do you match me?
Rodney: 5'8", brown, student.
Nicole: I put Sarah Jessica Parker as my favorite actress.
Kyle: Ha ha! Conceited.
NICOLE

Trying to throw the competition off… I have been saying I'm Sarah Jessica Parker, hoping that the other players will think I’m trying to be funny and vote for me for the mole. We shall see what happens.

Kyle: I put Rachel McAdams.
Jason: Ouuu, I said Mean Girls as my favorite movie!
Kyle: Who’s your favorite actor, Jason?
Jason: Brad Pitt.
Kyle: Hmm, I might have put that, I’m not sure. Brad Pitt is up there for me.

It seemed the players were beginning to make some connections, and were well on their way to winning some money on the first night of the game. But soon enough things were becoming just as chaotic as when they started, and time was about to run out.


Kayla: One minute, guys, I suggest you get organized.

Tom: So...is this basically undoable? If the mole lies…
Kyle: There's partial credit, I think…
Chelsea: Has no one else made a match?
Shawn: My number was 27 since it matched my birthday.
Joe: Mine was 15.
Nicole: Mine was also 27.
Joe: Might as well guess.
Chelsea: Ok, right, everyone list your lucky number and compare. Mine is two.
Rodney: Me and Chelsea, group four??
Jason: 17.
Joe: 15.
Tom: 108.
Rodney: 7.
Kayla: 30 seconds...
Kyle: 17 or 21, I can't remember.
Shawn: Nicole, want to agree that we are a match?
Tom: QUICK GUYS!!
Jason: Well, Kyle and I match.
Joe: Group five, me and Chelsea.
Kyle: Yeah, I think we do, Jason. There’s a good chance those are what I put.
Kayla: 10 seconds...

Kayla: 5 seconds...
Chelsea: Oh, my!
Kayla: Time's UP!
Time had run out, and it didn’t seem as though the group had made much progress in the time frame that they had been given. It was time for them to make their final guesses at the pairs. Would the competitors bank any money during their first night of the game, or would the challenge end up being a flop?
Kayla: OK, guys, stop discussing. Please report who is in group 1.
Shawn: Can you repeat what the choice was?
Kayla: Zodiac Sign, TV Show, Favorite Drink. I need two people. And the qualities.
Kyle: Oh, that makes it hard to guess. Ha ha!
Kayla: You cannot have people in more than one group.
Shawn: Come on, someone, report something!

Kyle: Not worth it, might mess up one of the other ones. We can't guess the people and the qualities, since we can't reuse names.
Kayla: Ok, no group 1. Group 2?
Joe: Favorite Movie, Favorite Actor, Lucky Number.

Jason: Group two is me and Kyle.
Kayla: Jason and Kyle?
Jason: Movie is Mean Girls, actor is Brad Pitt, and number is 17.

Kyle: You better be gay.

Jason: Ha ha! How’d you guess?

Kyle: Because those are some gay favorites. I know, because I love them, too.
Kayla: OK, onto Group 3: Height, Hair Color, Occupation.
Rodney: Me and Chelsea.
Chelsea: 5'8", brown, student.
Kayla: Rodney and Chelsea as Group 3.
Kayla: OK, onto group 4. Favorite Actress, High or Low Maintenace, Tattoos.
Tom: Me and Jen.
Jen: I agree.
Tom: Jennifer Garner, low, no tattoos.
Kayla: Tom and Jen.
Kayla: OK, group 5: Eye Color, Musical Instrument, Favorite Music Type.
Tom: What the fuck, guys? We had every other group.
Shawn: I definitely think Nicole and I are in group 5.
Kyle: So guess that...
Nicole: Hazel, Guitar, and country.

The players had made their final guesses, and now it was time to reveal the answers. Had they guessed the groups correctly? But most importantly, had they all remembered the qualities they had written down on their original applications?


Kayla: OK. Let's go over the correct answers.
Chelsea: OK, did we all lose??
Kayla: Group 1...TONY & JOE! Leo, Survivor, Pepsi. You all failed to guess, so you did not get any money for that one.
Joe: I didn't know there was another Leo…

Kyle: Tony wasn't talking, I don't think.

Joe: Yeah, he wasn't.
JASON

On the first challenge, Tony didn't seem too cooperative. I thought that we might have a pair, and he seemed to be talking, but it was in a private IM; he didn't say anything in the main chat.

Kayla: Group 2...KYLE & JASON! Mean Girls, Brad Pitt, 17.
Jason: Yay!
Kayla: You DID answer correctly, so that's $5,000 in the kitty!
Rodney: Woo!!
Kyle: Sweetness!
Tom: Purrr!
Kayla: Group 3...RODNEY & CHELSEA! 5'8", Brown, College Student.
Chelsea: Yay!!!
Rodney: Yay!!!
Joe: Wow, I thought we did horrible.
Kayla: Once again, you guessed correctly, so that's a total of $10,000 in the kitty so far.
Kayla: Group 4...TOM & JEN! Jennifer Garner, Low Maintenance, No Tattoos.
Tom: Woot! I love Jen.

Jen: Right back at ya.

Kayla: That's $15,000 so far, guys!
Shawn: Oh my God, are we seriously a group?
Nicole: Ha ha ha, I think we’re the only ones left…
Kayla: Finally, Group 5...Nicole & Shawn.
Nicole: Awesome.
Kayla: You guessed Hazel, Guitar, Country.
Shawn: That’s correct.
Kayla: Unfortunately, your applications contained Hazel, Piano, Pop.
Kyle: Interesting.
Chelsea: Oh man, you don't even know yourselves.
Nicole: Ha ha ha, wow… We were far off.
Kyle: You don’t know what instruments you play?! How do you play them?

Nicole: Did we lose that one?
Kayla: Yes, but you got a total of $15,000 on the first night. Congratulations!
Kyle: Good job, wow!
Rodney: Woo!!

Nicole: Wow, that really sucks. Oh well.
Kyle: I thought we wouldn't get any money. We’re not po no mo.
KYLE

So my top suspects right now are Nicole, Shawn, & Tony. I find it weird that Nicole & Shawn couldn't figure out what instrument they play, even if they lost their quizzes. And they both thought they liked country best, but pop is their favorite? Doesn't make sense. If they got eye color wrong, I'd have killed them. 

Tony on the other hand didn't help at all, but that might just mean he's inactive. It's too early to tell.

I think Nicole & Shawn might have agreed to throw it, because I can't see them both agreeing on two wrong answers out of three under any other circumstances.

It'll be interesting to see what happens in the next task, but to be completely honest, I'm very confident I'll survive this first quiz. I'm smarter than most of these people.

The first challenge had ended, and the players had banked a total of $15,000 out of a possible $25,000. Most of them headed back to their rooms for a good night’s sleep, but Chelsea and Joe hung around in the lobby to chat about the first night.

Joe: So, who is the mole? Ha ha.

Chelsea: Oh my God, Nicole or SJP whatever is driving me nuts!

Joe: Did she talk to you?

Chelsea: Yes. She's a big complainer.

Joe: She lies! She lies!

Chelsea: That game was weird.
Joe: Too complicated.
Chelsea: Ha ha, you were in group one.
Joe: Did Tony ever say anything? They all think I'm the mole, now.
Chelsea: I didn't even hear him talk.
Joe: That’s what I want.
Chelsea: Maybe he’s the mole.
Joe: I would hope she picked a more talkative mole. I want people to think I'm the mole.
Chelsea: OK, I'll fuel that rumor.
Joe: Are you sure you ain't the mole?
CHELSEA

Ok, so, who do I think the mole is? I do not know. I know it's not Nicole, Tony, Rodney, Jen, or Joe. Well, I guess I don't know, I just really don't think it's any of them. So that leaves Tom, Shawn, Kyle, and Jason. I think I will answer quiz questions pertaining to the four of them if at all possible. Right now, I'm leaning toward Kyle or Shawn as the mole, because they were both so talkative in the chat room, and I do think that the hosts would pick an active mole.
Meanwhile on the second floor, as most of the players were tucked into their beds, Jason made his way down the hall to Jen’s hotel room for a late-night chit-chat.

Jen: This game is so fun!
Jason: It's intense, that challenge was so fast.
Jen: That’s how a lot of them are. They’re fun, though. Because I have some experience in these games, I was wondering if you and I could work together on this. I have found that if you work with someone, it helps out.
Jason: I would love that, I think I can use all the help I can get.
Jen: Great. 

Jason: So, yes, I would love to work with you. 

Jen: I agree.

Jason: Aight, well, I've gotta get out of here. I will talk to you later! 

Jen: OK.
JASON

The challenge was so much fun, yet very difficult at the same time. I tried my best to talk to everyone I could before getting [to bed]. I can't really pass judgment on them, yet. Shawn seems nice, a little too forward for my taste. Jen is a sweetheart. I think all tonight did was help me get motivated for the game! It will be an exciting experience.


DAY TWO
All of the players had gotten a full-night’s sleep, and had congregated the next morning in a banquet room on the first floor for a group breakfast. After the other’s had finished eating and headed back to their rooms before that day’s challenge, Shawn asked Jason to stay downstairs so he could talk to him.
Shawn: Let’s talk about an alliance.
Jason: OK, but I must warn you this is my first mole game.
Shawn: You would say that, wouldn’t you? You mole. 

Jason: Ha ha, it’s true! 

Shawn: I figured since we’re both special, we would make great partners.
Jason: And love monkeys.
Shawn: So, I don’t really have any suspects in the game, yet.
Jason: I think it is hard to have one this early on. That game was so crazy; anyone could have messed it up. And I'm sure there are those people that want you to think they are the mole, so you waste time and energy on them.
Shawn: Yes. Ironically, me and SJP were a team. Although, I felt so stupid ‘cause neither one of us knew ourselves. Ha ha. Like, Nicole and I were discussing [how] we both like country music, but did we put it as our favorite?
Jason: Aight, I've gotta get [out] of here. So, I will talk to you later.
SHAWN

So, we had the first night of play [last] night. We had to try to find our "significant other," or something like that. I might [have] had it wrong. I matched Nicole’s personality. So, we may have a little something going on between us. I talked to Jason, and he might be a future ally, it all depends.
The players had a few hours of relaxation during their second day of the game, but Kayla and Spencer eventually retrieved them all from their rooms for the second challenge. They were taken outside to a van and driven to the location where they would be competing for another lump of cash for the kitty. The ten players were taken into a large building, and onto a set that looked eerily familiar to Jeopardy.
Kayla: After Yesterday’s “Long Lost Twin” challenge, you all had a chance to learn a little bit about your peers. Hopefully they all left impressions on you, because today you’ll all have to vote on who you view as the most trustworthy. Starting at the end of this sentence, you all will have 1 minute to come to a conclusive decision on who is the most trustworthy player in this room. Begin!
Joe: OK, who wants it?
Tom: I will do it, I don't care.
Joe: OK, Tom can have it.
Kayla: Does everyone agree?
Tony: Yeah.
Jen: I'll agree.
Joe: Tom is the most trustworthy.
Kayla: So far, all that you have been told is that the name of the game is The Mole: The Betrayal, and an infiltrator is amongst you. But you are all headed for a mystery location, and the name of the game says it all—“Guess Your Destination.” This challenge is worth $20,000, and requires you all to work together as a team. Please take a look at the game board!
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Kayla: There are 25 squares, and 25 trivia questions from 5 different categories: Sports, Reality TV, History, Entertainment, and Miscellaneous. Each square represents a question from the category above its column. The player you voted most trustworthy will be named Team Captain, and will make all of the decisions for you. You may all discuss decisions together, but the Team Captain’s word is final.
Tom: Oh, shit.
Kayla: Team Captain will name which square he/she would like to choose, I will read the question, and you, as a team, will have 15 seconds to come up with an answer. At the end of 15 seconds, the Team Captain will announce the answer. If said answer is correct, I will reveal a piece of the picture, which is a clue to your destination. If said answer is incorrect, you will never see that piece of the picture. Once all questions have been answered, you will have what pieces of the picture you have uncovered to come up with an answer. The answer is the name of a country. If you guess correctly, you will have earned $20,000, if not the kitty will remain at its current tally. Any questions?
Joe: Nope.
Kayla: OK, choose your first square.
Tom: How about Reality TV?
Kayla: Which square?
Tom: Uh, the first one.
Spencer: Who was the first African American person to win Survivor? 
Joe: Vecepia!
Tony: Vecepia .
Kayla: Tom?
Tom: Vecepia.
Spencer: That is correct
Jen: Woot woot.
Tom: Reality TV 2.
Spencer: Which season of Big Brother was the first to feature the two-story house in a new location?
Joe: BB6.
Tony: 6.
Jen: 6.
Tom: Big Brother Season 6.
Spencer: Correct.
Joe: Awesome.
Tom: Let's do Entertainment 3.
Spencer: Isn’t it ironic that this singer song-writer and her on-again off-again Van Wilder boyfriend officially called it quits in February?
Joe: Alanis Morrisette.
Tom: Alanis Morrisette.
Spencer: Correct, and just in time, too.
Tom: Entertainment 4.
Spencer: This Bachelorette success story recently announced that they’re pregnant with their first child.
Jen: Trista.
Tom: Trista and Ryan.
Spencer: Correct.
Tom: Reality TV 4.
Spencer: What show received the highest ratings ever on VH1?
Joe: I Love New York. It’s that, trust me.
Tom: I Love New York.
Kayla: Please take a look at the pieces of the picture that you have uncovered.
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Joe: Looks like Thailand or China. Ha ha.
Rodney: Hong Kong, maybe?
Spencer: Well, if everyone is ready we can move on to the next question. Tom, next square, please.
Tom: Reality TV 3.
Spencer: Which reality whore couple has participated in both Survivor All-Stars and Amazing Race All-Stars? 
Shawn: Rob and Amber.
Tom: Rob and Amber.
Jen: Romber.
Spencer: Correct.
Tom: History 3.
Spencer: From June through September of 1962, nineteen men and women were accused of witchcraft and hanged at Gallows Hill in this city and state. 
Tom: Salem, Massachusetts?
Spencer: Correct.
Tom: History 2.
Spencer: Who was Queen Elizabeth I of England’s famous father (and husband to six wives)?

Jen: Ha ha ha.
Tom: Entertainment 2.

Jen: Kate Hudson.
Tom: Kate Hudson.
Spencer: Correct!
Joe: Yay!

Tom: Sports 3.
Spencer: What English soccer player is married to a former Spice Girl?
Rodney: David Beckham.
Tom: David Beckham.
Spencer: Correct.
Spencer: Kayla, if you would please continue playing Vana White and reveal the squares they have uncovered.
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Tom: History 4.
Spencer: This man gave Native Americans the nickname of “Indians” in 1492 when he sailed into The Bahamas, but was under the impression that he was in India.
Tony: Columbus.
TONY

Spencer: Next square, please.
Tom: Sports 4.
Spencer: Fever Pitch stars Jimmy Fallon, an obsessive fan of what baseball team?
Joe: Cardinals?
Rodney: Red Sox. White Sox.
Tom: Boston Red Sox.
Spencer: Correct.
Tom: Reality 5.
Spencer: Which season of MTV’s Real World did the cast not travel outside of the US for their vacation? 
Tom: Season 5.
Rodney: I have no idea!
Spencer: Time!
Joe: I would think after 9/11?
Tom: Fuck, 11 then.
Spencer: I am sorry, the correct answer is Chicago.
Tom: History 5.

Spencer: Judy Garland is the star of this 1939 Victor Fleming film, which was one of the first to be made in Technicolor.
Rodney: Wizard of Oz.
Tom: The Wizard of Oz.
Spencer: Correct! Kayla , please....
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Tom: It looks like Thailand to me.
Joe: Yeah, that’s what I would say.
Kayla: Do you want to guess or keep going?
Joe: Might as well guess.
Tom: Does anyone else care if I guess it?
Rodney: Go for it.
Tom: OK, I'll say Thailand for our guess.
Spencer: With that guess, the challenge is over, and your correct destination is…THAILAND! Congratulations, you have banked another $20,000 into the kitty.

But Shawn decided to make his rounds from room to room, collecting any information his fellow competitors would share. His first stop was good friend Nicole’s room.
Nicole: Hey there, buddy.

Shawn: Howdie, Sarah Jessica!

Nicole: Ha ha! That joke will follow me forever. Anyway, I was wondering—do you think our strategy worked tonight?

Shawn: I hope something comes out of it, I am a little nervous about this quiz coming up; we don't have a solid suspect.

Nicole: How can we at this point in the game? I have no idea who it could be. I mean, I know it's not you.

Shawn: Jason, Chelsea, and Jen are both on my prime suspects list. 

Nicole: Why Jason?

Shawn: I am not sure, he rubs me off the wrong way; he just doesn’t seem like he’s playin’ the game. And Jen is very quiet and reserved. I definitely think we need to do some more research.

Nicole: I’m nervous about the quiz.... What if one of us is the first executed?

Shawn: I don't know, I just don't know… We need to stir up some drama in the next couple of challenges. This game is just so hard, I am not sure even what to think right now.

Nicole: God, I hope this works out for us... Listen, I am going to get going for a little bit. We can talk about this a little later on. Is that OK?
Shawn: Works for me. Good luck on the quiz; let’s make it to the end.
Shawn knew that was all he was getting from Nicole, so he moved on to potential ally Jason’s room.

Shawn: JEN FINALLY TALKS!

Jason: Ha ha ha!

Shawn: Did you see that as soon as they said we were done she just says, “Wow?” Either she’s the mole or she sucks in this game. I'm telling you, we need to start shifting suspicion off of her.

Jason: Ha ha ha.

Shawn: I think other people can easily catch onto her…

Jason: Well, what do we do about it?

Shawn: We need to just randomly sneakily throw one of these challenges. We don’t wanna be obvious.

He seemed to back off and couldn't remember his number. Thank God I shouted out that we were twins. It was just odd to me that he would "forget," especially when I was jogging his memory with my answers.

Last night I talked to Shawn. He suspects Jen of being the mole… I don't know how credible that is. He didn't really give any info as to why he suspects her.


DAY THREE

It was finally time for the first quiz and execution, and the players had spent much of their day preparing for them both. They used the several free hours they had to look over their notes, and discuss their worry with fellow competitors. Shortly before they were set to leave to take the quiz, Joe visited Rodney’s room to try and put his deceptive plan into progress.
Joe: Wait, are you supposed to say if you’re the mole or not?

Rodney: No.
Joe: Shit.

Rodney: You mean to other people, or in the quiz?

Joe: To others...

Rodney: No...

Joe: Oh. Do people know I’m the mole?

Rodney: I don’t know. Have you told people you are the mole?

Joe: I thought you were supposed to if you were...

Rodney: No.

Joe: I thought it was like HOH, or something.

Rodney: No... The mole is a secret agent throughout the game, working against everyone else, trying to lose money for the kitty.

Joe: Oh, they never told me that, they just said I was it, like, a last minute thing, or something. Maybe I should talk to Kayla. Ha ha.

Rodney: Yeah, that might be a good idea.

Joe: Please don't tell anyone.

Rodney: I won't.
Joe: Because if you do, I have this, like, auto-eviction thing I can use once. So please don't mention it.
Rodney: I won't.
Joe: God, I feel so stupid now.
Rodney: Don't worry about it. How many people have you told?
Joe: A few... I'm not sure exactly how many, though.
Rodney: Hmm… I would definitely talk with Kayla. 

Joe: Would the mole being known ruin the game?

Rodney: It would just mean that they would get good scores on the quiz, making the executions based on time.
Joe: Please don't tell anyone.
Rodney: I won't.
Joe: I seriously feel so stupid, though. I think I screwed up the whole game...
RODNEY

My bottom suspects as of right now are Joe and myself! Joe keeps saying how he messed things up by telling people [he is the mole], [but it] just makes me not want to believe he is the mole. And of course, I am not the Mole! [image: image7.png]



Rodney wasn’t buying Joe’s act, but Joe was sure that he had convinced him he was the mole. After playing the trick on Rodney, Joe ran down the hall to Chelsea’s room to tell her what he had done.

Chelsea: Ha ha ha ha!

Joe: Oh my God, I think he thinks I'm the mole.

Chelsea: Nicely done.

Joe: Watch me be executed tonight now.
Chelsea: Ha ha.
Joe: Rodney is so dumb.
Chelsea: Awww.
Joe: If you talk to Rodney, see if he mentions me being the mole.
Chelsea: Ha ha, k.
JOE

It's my first time playing a mole game, and I'm going to act it up all the way! I really want people to take me for the mole, and that I have no idea what I'm doing. It will be interesting if most people choose me as the mole. Right now, I'm just acting like I'm a ditz about the game and pretending to be the mole.

The only person I know is Chelsea. I'm going to work with her for now. Share info and just overall have her help me in my "fake mole" take over. I mean, if people keep thinking I'm the mole, then their quizzes will always be worse than mine; perfect strategy!

CHELSEA

Who could be the mole? Tom: Tom talked enough, but not too much, and he definitely tried to sabotage. Kyle: Kyle was trying to sabotage without looking like it; definite candidate. Shawn: Chatty and charming, could be the mole. Jason: Aloof, but not in an obvious way. Spencer: Because Kayla and Spencer are nuts.

It was time for the players to test their knowledge of the mole. Kayla and Spencer called everyone down to the lobby and led them outside to the location of the execution as the sun began to set. They were taken one by one to a computer to take the very first quiz of the game. Unfortunately after tonight, one person would not be taking the trip to Thailand.

Kayla: Welcome, players, to the first execution of the game. We are going to ask for volunteers to have their names tested for the execution. I will type a player's name, and the screen will turn red or green. Green means you are safe, red means you have been executed. If you get a red screen, you must leave immediately. Everyone ready?
Shawn: I was born ready!
Kayla: OK, first volunteer?
Joe: Me?
Kayla: Joe…
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Joe: Yay!
Kayla: Next volunteer?
Chelsea: Me.
Kayla: Chelsea…
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Kayla: Next volunteer?
Rodney: Me.
Kayla: Rodney…
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Jen: Me next?
Kayla: Jen…
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Chelsea: Congrats Rodney, me and Joe, who are all safe so far. Oh, and Jen.
Kayla: Next volunteer?
Tom: I'll go.
Kayla: Tom…
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Tom: Oh my God!
Kayla: Next volunteer?
Nicole: Kyle.
Kayla: Kyle…
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Kayla: Jason…
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Kayla: Volunteer?
Shawn: Oh dear God.
Nicole: Do me.
Kayla: Nicole…
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Joe: Oh, poor SJP.
Rodney: Aww…
Shawn: Ouch…
Tom: SJP!
Chelsea: Awww, bye Nicole.
Nicole: Shit.
Kayla: Nicole, you have been executed from The Mole: The Betrayal.
Nicole: That really sucks…
Jen: So sorry.
Kayla: You must leave immediately.
Nicole: Well it has been fun. Bye guys.

Nicole stood up from her seat, and was escorted to the car that would drive her back to LAX. Nicole had been executed from The Mole: The Betrayal, and would not be accompanying the remaining players to Thailand. For the rest of them had been saved for three more days. Some are on the right track to figuring out the mole's identity, while others survived by the skin of their teeth. What will one round do? Will prime suspects be executed from the game? Will previous suspicions be confirmed? All we really know is that the 9 are still here, but one of them is the mole.
