Gloves, goggles, and bottles would be nice to have. We have been using the park equipment. Glen moved we allow Rich to spend money (approximately $300.00) to purchase herbicide and equipment. Dixie seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Projects Reports:

Amphitheater  project with Rockville Rotary- Barbara reported that the project is almost done. Work still needs to be done on the interior of the band shell. Seed and straw will be spread in the fall. Rotary will have a dedication in October or November. The amphitheater will be used primarily for interpretative events.
Luther Property- Karen reported the area is very buggy and she still has bulbs and plants to sell.
Lusk Garden- There is a lot of problems with rabbits and wet weather this year. Many areas had to be replanted. Karen suggested chicken wire would help to curb the problem. Research will be done to determine if chicken wire was used in the 1850s.
Barbara wanted to know if any pictures are available of workers at the Luther property. Rich believes he has some.
