Board and Membership Meeting of the

Friends of Turkey Run and Shades State Parks

Acting chairman, Mike Moloney, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM in the Dogwood Room (Wagon Wheel Room) at Turkey Run Inn and introduced Karen Staub who presented the evening’s program on rivers. Karen spoke about the “Rivers Rally” she had attended. The rally group which visited several waterways consisted of representatives from business and governmental units interested in trying to make waterways better for everyone.  Karen emphasized the importance of clean rivers and told us some of the activities the group is promoting.
