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Responsibilities of a Monaca Band Member

1. Responsibility to Ourselves – We owe ourselves the responsibility of always putting our best foot forward, working hard to achieve success, and giving our all at all times.  We must set personal and group goals for ourselves so that we can achieve success and greatness in all we do.  

2. Responsibility to Each Other – Getting along with each other can be very trying at times.  You have the obligation to respect the rights of others.  Please respect the rights of others, both in and out of uniform, and treat them as you wish to be treated.  A chain is only as strong as its weakest link.

3. Responsibility to Our School and Community – The school district and community have invested a great deal of time, money, and interest in the Monaca Band program.  We have the responsibility to provide the best possible performance to the school and community.

4. Responsibility for Promptness and Commitment to the Band – These two ideas, promptness and commitment, are vital to the success of a band.  It is obvious that if you are late, you are left behind.  You must arrange your schedule so you are able to honor your commitment to the band.

Responsibility for Attendance – Though marching band is an extracurricular activity, attendance at all scheduled rehearsals and performances is vital for the band to succeed.  If you are absent, it is impossible to make up for the lost time and the other members must carry the extra burden created.  Unexcused absences will be dealt with accordingly
The body of almost every organization has four kinds of bones

1.  Wishbones – those who spend all their time wishing someone else would do the work.

2.  Jawbones – those who do all the talking, but very little else.

3.  Knucklebones – those who knock every thing that everybody else tried to do.

4.  Backbones – those who get under the load and do all the work!!
Important Dates and Information

Pre-Camp – Only music rehearsal for the wind players.  Percussion will be practicing music and marching fundamentals.  Percussionists should wear tennis shoes and socks.  Indianettes have their own schedule for these two weeks.

July 19, 20, and 21 (Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday)

July 26, 27, and 28 (Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday)

Pre-Camp will take place in the high school bandroom from 9 am to 12 pm.

Band Camp – Music and marching rehearsal for winds, percussion, and Indianettes.  Be sure to wear tennis shoes and socks.  Sandals, flip-flops, and other types of shoes are not appropriate and could possibly cause injury if worn while marching.  Any student wearing these types of shoes will not be allowed to march during practice that day.  Also, be sure to wear plenty of sunscreen and bring bottled water.

August 1-5 (Monday-Friday)

August 8-12 (Monday-Friday)

Band camp will take place in the high school bandroom and at the practice field (located on the baseball field) from 7 am to 2 pm.  Lunch will be from 11:00 to 11:45 and there will be plenty of water breaks throughout the day.  Students will be permitted to leave during lunch.  If students wish to do this they must have a Permission to Leave Camp for Lunch form filled out and signed by a parent or guardian.  Those staying for lunch will be allowed to eat in the bandroom and around the school. We must remember to clean up after ourselves.  

August 8 (Monday of Band Camp) Band pictures

Pictures will take place from 9 to 11 in the morning.  More information regarding picture day will be distributed at camp.
August 15 (Monday) - The only focus of this practice will be parade marching and will take place from 6 to 7 in the evening at the high school.

August 16 (Tuesday) – Kennywood parade 

A detailed itinerary for Kennywood will be distributed during Band Camp.  Students will wear their band uniforms if the weather is appropriate.  If it is too hot we will perform in our uniform pants, band t-shirts, and no hats.  In this case long hair must be pulled-up and off the face.

August 18 (Thursday), August 24 and 25 (Wednesday and Thursday) – Rehearsals

These rehearsals will take place from 6:00 to 8:00 at the high school and will help the band prepare for the football game that will take place Friday, August 26.  

September 24 (Saturday) – Beaver County Band Festival at Geneva

Football Schedule

August 26 – Center (home)

September 2 – Springdale (away)

September 9 – Avonworth (away)

September 16 – Western Beaver (home)

September 23 – Farrell (away)

September 30 – South Side (home) – Homecoming and Senior Night

October 7 – North Catholic (home)

October 14 – Cornell (away)

October 21 – Rochester (home)

The band will be required to perform at any play-off games that may occur.  We will know more about this later on in the season.

Other possible performances for the year:

Fall Fest Parade – October 22?? This date will be confirmed closer to the event.

Veteran’s Day Parade – I don’t have any information on this yet but I will let you know when I find out if we are going to march or not.

Christmas Parade – I don’t have any information on this yet but I will let you know when I find out if we are going to march or not.

Memorial Day Parade – Once again, I don’t have any information on this yet but I will let you know when I find out if we are going to march or not.

The band may be asked to participate in other performances throughout the year.  These dates will be announced as soon as the information is given to the director. 
After school rehearsals – The band will rehearse after school on Wednesdays and Thursdays until 4:30 during marching season.  Indianettes will be expected to attend the Thursday rehearsals with the band after school and to follow the rehearsal schedule given to them by their advisor.

Extra rehearsals – From time to time, the band director may schedule extra rehearsals throughout the season to prepare for upcoming performances.  Students will be given dates and times at least two weeks in advance of these rehearsals. 
Attendance

To be a member of the Monaca Marching Band one must volunteer his/her time because it is considered an extra-curricular activity. Therefore, attendance at all rehearsals and performances is STRONGLY recommended.  Any unexcused absence or tardy will result in a demerit.

Excused Absences include:

1. Death in the family

2. Medical emergency or serious personal injury

3. Other school commitments where the director is notified

Unexcused Absences/Tardiness include:

1. Work – Rehearsals and performances will be announced far enough in advance to adjust your schedule

2. Transportation not arranged

3. Oversleeping

4. Didn’t feel like coming

5. Non-related school activities

When a student knows in advance that he/she will not be able to attend a rehearsal or performance or will be tardy, he/she must turn in a Monaca Band 2005-2006 Rehearsal Absence/Tardiness Form at least one week in advance of the event or rehearsal.

Sometimes tardiness or absences will not be known in advance.  In this case, the student must turn in a Monaca Band Absence/Tardiness Form within three days of the missed practice or rehearsal.  This includes if the student was absent from school.

The director will determine whether an absence/tardy is excused or unexcused.

Rehearsal Etiquette

1.  Talking

A. Talking during rehearsal must be kept to a minimum and must be related to what we are doing at that time.  Excessive talking results in excessive noise, which directly impacts the rehearsal.  If the director needs to stop every five minutes to tell the band to stop talking, work does not get accomplished and time is wasted.

B. If you have a comment or question during rehearsal, raise your hand and wait to be acknowledged by the band director or staff member.  

C. We will be giving you plenty of breaks that will give you time to socialize.

D. Excessive talking will be dealt with accordingly with demerits and other types of disciplinary actions.

2.  What to bring to a rehearsal:

A. Pencil - You will need a pencil to mark your music with any changes, additions, set numbers, etc.

B. Drill sheets.

C. Water jugs – Every student should bring a water jug to rehearsal (filled with water) especially during the summer months and band camp.  Water will be provided during breaks but bringing your own jug is strongly recommended.

D. Music – Though music must be memorized, you will need to mark certain items in your music for rehearsal purposes.

E. Instrument – You must have your instrument at every rehearsal and it must be in proper playing condition.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  

F. Proper attire:  Proper attire is expected to be worn during marching rehearsal.  Tennis shoes and socks must be worn to prevent injury and to allow for proper marching technique.  If you wear dress clothes to school (skirts, dresses, suits) you should bring some other clothes to wear during rehearsal.  School dress code does apply while at marching rehearsals and performances.  See the Monaca Junior-Senior High School 2005-2006 Student Handbook for specific instructions on the dress code.

G. Knowledge of the weather:  You must remember that we will be outside and moving around at almost every rehearsal.  It is also up to you to watch the weather report and be properly dressed for the elements.  

H. A good attitude: Good and negative attitudes are highly contagious.  Students are expected to be positive and cooperative at all times.  

3.  Rehearsal etiquette is the same no matter who is conducting.

4.  Practice and memorize music at home, not rehearsal.

5.  No gum chewing, eating, drinking, “jam” sessions, horsing around, or playing of other people’s instruments.  

6.  Only percussion students are permitted to play the percussion equipment.

7.  At no time during rehearsals will individual playing be tolerated.  No doodling!!

8.  When the director steps up in front of the group, all playing and talking must cease immediately.  Give your full attention to the conductor.

9.  At the close of rehearsal, return instruments, music, and all other equipment to their proper places. 

10.  No littering – have pride in the appearance of your band room.

11.  Students late for rehearsal or a performance can expect to be penalized.  Demerits will be issued for tardiness during any part of the year.  Plan to be at rehearsals and performances at least 15 minutes prior to the report time.  Remember: To be early is to be on time, to be on time is to be late, and to be late is to be left.
12.  Profanity is not permitted and will be dealt with severely.  

13.  Students who disrupt rehearsal with rude behavior will be punished.  This includes burping, throwing stuff, etc.

13.  Never disrespect another band or its members.

14.  There will be no disrespect of first-year marchers at any time or for any reason.

15.  Disrespect to any staff member or band parent will require disciplinary action.
Basically, be in the right place at the right time with the right equipment.

Monaca Band Uniform Information

When in uniform (either with the band or elsewhere) you represent not only the Monaca Band, but also the Monaca School District, your parents, and yourself.  In general, if you have any concerns as to whether or not you should or should not be doing something in uniform – DO NOT DO IT.  When you are in uniform you are looked upon as a member of the Monaca Band.  Most fans, parents, and other students who see you behind the scenes will form their opinion of the entire band based on your appearance and behavior in uniform.

Uniform

1. The uniform is an expensive and valuable asset of the band.  Although it is assigned to you, it is not your personal property.  You will be held responsible for its care and appearance.  Your uniform should be treated with the same consideration as your finest suit or dress.

2. Uniform jackets, pants, and hats must be stored in the bandroom at all times.  The only exception to this rule is if the uniform becomes soiled and needs to be dry-cleaned.  In this case, the student must tell the director that he/she will be taking the uniform to be cleaned.  The uniform must be returned to the bandroom or in the student’s hands by the next performance.

3. The uniform is to be worn properly at all times.  The hat and gloves may be removed only upon permission of the director.

4. The uniform is to be worn correctly before, during, and after the game.  During away games, the uniform may be removed on the bus when told to do so.  
At home games, the uniform may be removed once we return to the bandroom.  In general – any time you are off the bus – full uniform (including hats and gloves) must be worn unless told otherwise.

5. The current band T-shirt must be worn underneath the jacket of the uniform to remove the jacket when the weather conditions deem necessary.

6. When wearing the uniform, no eating or drinking will be allowed except when permission is granted by the band director and after half-time when the band parents give out a snack.

7. Jeans, jeans shorts, and other clothing in which the colors may run must never be worn underneath the band uniform.

8. During exceptionally cold weather only, band members are permitted to wear hats and gloves to keep warm.  However, the hats and gloves must be in traditional Monaca colors of red, blue, or white.  Students are not permitted to wear hats except in very cold weather.  At other times, the entire band will be instructed to wear their band hats.  The gloves and hats must be simple in nature – not goofy, multicolored headgear.  

9. If the uniform gets wet during a performance, all parts must be hung up separately and allowed to dry.  The uniform (pants, coat, etc.) should not be hung on the same hanger if wet.

10. Never trade uniforms or parts of the uniform without consulting the band parent in charge.

11. Never wash or launder your uniform.  Have it professionally dry-cleaned if necessary.

12. Never cut the material in an attempt to alter the uniform.

13. Running in uniform is prohibited.

14. Each person is responsible for returning his/her uniform to the uniform closets.  DO NOT agree to take/return another person’s uniform unless approved by the band director for special circumstances.

Shoes

Members are responsible for providing and caring for their own white Dinkle marching shoes.  Students will not be allowed to march in any other shoe.  White Dinkle marching shoes must be kept clean and polished and will be inspected before every performance.  Indianettes will purchase footwear approved by their advisor and footwear must be kept in performance condition as well.

Socks

Clean WHITE socks at least ankle height.

Gloves

One pair of white gloves will be issued to each band member at the beginning of the marching season.  Once a student loses or wants to replace the pair, he/she must provide it themselves.  

Personal Grooming
While in uniform:
1. Any wind or percussion player (male or female) with hair longer than the back of their hat is to have their hair pulled up inside the hat.  This is to guarantee a uniform appearance of the band.

2. Fingernail polish must be removed.  This includes members of the band who wear gloves.
3. All jewelry must be removed – including watches.

4. Band members are only allowed to wear a stud earring in each ear.  This must be worn on the lower lobe of the ear.  Multiple earrings and earrings on the upper ear are not permitted.  Exposed body piercings are not permitted (nose rings, eye rings, etc.)

5. The color of a band member’s hair must be a “natural” color.  Students are not permitted to have hair that is blue, neon red, etc. – colors that are not natural. 

For Indianettes:

1. Unless your hair is too short, everyone must wear their hair completely up and everyone must wear the same style.

2. Your advisor will decide what the style will be.

If you do not pass the uniform inspection that occurs before every performance you will not be allowed to march.  This is to ensure the look of uniformity throughout the band and Indianettes.

NO EQUIPMENT (GLOVES, HAT, PLUME, ETC.) WILL BE ISSUED BEFORE A PERFORMANCE TO SOMEONE WHO HAS FORGOTTEN HIS/HER’S AT HOME.

Students will not be permitted to march with bags, extra clothing (except raincoats when necessary), and other personal items.  There will be plenty of chaperones, staff, and other help who can carry any items that you feel are ABSOLUTELY NEEDED OR YOU FEEL YOUR LIFE WILL BE IN GREAT JEOPARDY WITHOUT THEM for the game.  

YOUR UNIFORM IS A SYMBOL OF DIGNITY, PRESTIGE, AND STATURE.  WEAR IT PROUDLY.

Mel Blount, former Pittsburgh Steeler, is proud of being part of four Super Bowls.

“One thing I always remember Chuck Noll (former coach of the Steelers) telling the team was, ‘Don’t wait for somebody else to do it, do it yourself.  And don’t think what you’re doing isn’t important.  Everyone has a role to play and everybody can make a difference.’  Blount continues, “That’s true whether you’re an athlete, a businessman, a school teacher or whatever.”
Football Games

1. A detailed itinerary will be distributed at the beginning of the week for each football game (home and away).

2. The report time given on the itinerary is the time at which students must be in their seats and quiet.  At this time roll will be taken.  Tardiness will be dealt with accordingly.

a. Home games – We may have a short run-through of our show before we depart for the home game. Prior to loading the buses, students should be dressed in their uniforms (no hats or gloves) and in their seats with their instruments in the band room.  

b. Away games – Prior to loading the buses, students should be in their seats in the band room with their uniforms, instruments, and any other items they will be taking with them.

3. After roll is taken students will be dismissed to the buses in class order (Seniors first, then Juniors, etc.)

4. At this time students will load their equipment on the equipment bus and load the passenger buses.

5. Roll will be taken again before the buses leave so that we know we have everyone.

6. When we arrive at the stadium during away games, students will be given specific instructions to put on their uniforms.

7. Students will exit the buses in full uniform (with hats and gloves on) and will get their instruments from the equipment bus.  You must put your empty case back onto the bus.

8. Sit in your assigned seat within your section during any home game.  Students are not permitted to leave the stands during the game, except by special permission of the Director.

9. Once we arrive in the stands, students will remain at attention until all band members arrive and the Director gives the command for the band to be seated.

10. Hats may be removed and gloves placed inside upon the Director’s command.

11. Uniforms are to be worn properly at all times.

12. Students who must leave the stands to use the restroom must be accompanied by a chaperone.  NO EXCEPTIONS!

13. No eating or drinking in the stands until the third quarter unless otherwise permitted.  Students are only allowed to eat what is given to them by the band parents.

14. Please do not have parents or friends buy soft drinks or food for you.  No one student will be allowed to have refreshments unless the entire band is allowed to have them.

15. No throwing of garbage, either under the stands or out of the bus windows.  The band parents will always provide a receptacle for empty juice cartons, etc.

16. No individual playing before, after, or during the game.  

17. No inappropriate cheers are allowed.

18. Non-band members are not permitted to sit within the band.  This includes all performances (football, festivals, etc.).  Non-band members sitting in the band will be asked to leave and will be expected to comply.

19. In order to move in an organized fashion, we must be able to give instruction in a rapid manner.  Everyone will listen to the Band Director, Band Staff, and Drum Major when instructions are being given.

20. Students should be ready to play at all touch downs and big plays.

21. Hold your instrument AT ALL TIMES!  Never set it down so that it does not get damaged.

22. During half-time at a:

a. Home game – students will quietly watch the visiting band perform from the back of the field.

b. Away game – after we perform, students will quietly watch the home band perform from the side of the field when the space is available.

c. Band members should treat other bands courteously.  If something good cannot be said about the other band, don’t say anything at all!!

23. During the third quarter you will be allowed to sit where you want within the band section.  Percussionists will remain in their assigned seats and other band students will not be permitted to sit within the percussion section.  This is to ensure the safety of the highly expensive percussion equipment.  We do not have the budget to replace it.

24. To ensure the safety of our students, band members will no longer be allowed to leave the band section during the third quarter.

25. No one will be dismissed early from games unless approved by the Director.

What it means to be “average”

“Average” is the top of the bottom, the best of the worst, the bottom of the top, the worst of the best.

“Average” means being run-of-the-mill, mediocre, insignificant, a nonentity.

Being “average” is the lazy person’s cop-out; it’s lacking the guts to take a stand in life; it’s living by default.

Being “average” is to take up space for no purpose; to take the trip through life, but never to pay the fare.

Being “average” is to pass one’s life away with time, rather than to pass one’s time away with life.  It’s to kill time, rather than to work it to death.

To be “average” is to be forgotten once you pass from this life.  The successful are remembered for their contributions, the failures are remembered because they tried but the “average”, the silent majority, is just forgotten.

Travel

When you travel with the Monaca Band, you are representing your band, school, and community.  Each of the following rules must be enforced to ensure the safety of you and rest of the band.

1. An itinerary will be distributed sometime during the beginning of the week of the performance.

2. Students will report to the band room.

3. Roll will be taken at the specified report time on the itinerary.  Tardiness will be dealt with accordingly.

4. Students will then be dismissed to board the buses by class (Seniors first, then Juniors, etc.)

5. The front seats on both sides of the aisle are reserved for the director, staff, and chaperones.

6. Students must ride the same bus at all events.  This will allow us to make one attendance sheet per bus that will be used throughout the season.

7. Roll must be taken before the bus moves and after every stop at which anyone gets off.

8. Radios without headphones are not permitted on the bus.

9. Profanity is not permitted and will be dealt with accordingly.

10. Yelling is not permitted.

11. All parts of the body must remain in the bus.

12. Stay in your seat – no standing while the bus is in motion.
13. You are required to obey the driver, chaperone, or staff member in charge of the bus.

14. Remember there are no public displays of affection on the bus.

15. Uniforms are not to be thrown on the floor.

16. Do not play your instrument or beat drumsticks on the seat backs of the bus.

17. No horseplay on the bus.

18. Any illness or injury should be reported to the Director IMMEDIATELY!

19. Once we have arrived at a destination, students will get dressed in FULL UNIFORM when instructed to do so.

20. When removing or putting on the uniform on the buses, no student at any time may expose his/her underclothing.  This includes shorts for boys and panties and bra for girls.  The only exception is if provisions have been made to use the buses as full dressing rooms – one bus for boys and one for girls.  Any disregard to this rule will result in suspension from band for 10 days.

21. Students will then be instructed to leave the bus and get their instruments from the equipment bus.  You must be in FULL UNIFORM once you leave the bus.

22. After the game or performance, students will be instructed to load their instruments on the equipment bus and load the buses.  Once you get on the bus you may change out of your uniform (but not at home games).

23. Roll will be taken before the buses leave for home.

24. When the buses arrive at Monaca High School, students will depart the buses and unload their equipment.  Every student should check the area around which he/she was sitting, including the floor for garbage.

25. Each student will be responsible for unloading his/her equipment.   Percussionists are in charge of unloading all percussion equipment.  Indianettes are responsible for unloading all Indianette equipment.  

26. Students will then put their uniform away.

27. To ensure all equipment has been put in its proper place, students will wait to be dismissed from the band room once all items have been put away.

28. Though I will try to estimate a time for arrival back at the school, sometimes things happen that cause us to be either early or late.  Students should arrange to be picked up at the given time but will be permitted to use the office phone if necessary.

Driving to Performances and Bus Requirements
No student is permitted to drive to any band performance.  Knowing that every student is accounted for before we leave for an event (either home or away) helps me keep my sanity!!  Though you must ride to an event with the band, you are permitted to leave with your parents or immediate adult family member once the football game or festival has ended.  You must have a written and signed request submitted two days before the event.  Students will not be permitted to leave unless a note has been submitted two days in advance.  If you do not return to the school with the band you are expected to have your uniform returned to the uniform closet on Monday morning. 

Staff Members/Chaperones
Staff members are chosen by the Director and are directly responsible to the Director.  Students will give these staff members the same respect they would give any member of the Monaca Junior-Senior High School faculty.  Any problem with a staff member should be brought directly to the Director.  

Chaperones are there to directly help YOU.  They are the extra sets of hands, eyes, and ears I need during football games and performances.  Treat them with respect.  Also be sure to thank them for all of their help.  Things go a lot smoother with them around!!!!

If you disagree with something a chaperone or staff member asks you to do, do as you are asked and inform the Director of any problems you may have at an appropriate time.  

In the case of misconduct, staff members and chaperones have the right to report a student to the Director.  At that point, demerits will be assigned or other disciplinary action will take place.

Public Displays of Affection
There are no public displays of affection.  Remember, this is a band, not a date.

Tobacco, Alcohol, and Narcotics
School policy as well as state and federal laws clearly forbid the use and possession of these items.  If you are found with these items, you will be permanently dismissed from band for the rest of the year and school policy will take place.  For a detailed explanation of school policy, please read the Monaca School District Drug and Alcohol Policy.  

What Parents Can Do to Help

Like in school sports, parents are highly involved and needed for a band to exist.  With a little help and support from parents and family, students will have a better chance to succeed in anything they do.  Here is a short list of some of the things that can be done for students who are part of the band:

1. Make sure students are at rehearsals at least 10 minutes before start time.  Our motto is “To be early is to be on time, to be on time is to be late, and to be late is to be left.”

2. Have a “Monaca Band Rehearsal Absence Form” filled out and turned in if you know your child will be absent or tardy to a rehearsal or performance.  This will help the director a great deal!

3. Attend Band Parent meetings whenever possible.

4. Assist in whatever way possible to have your child prepared and on time for each rehearsal or performance.

5. Encourage your child to practice at home daily and assist in finding them a quite place to do so.

6. Show interest and support in your child’s music studies by attending performances whenever possible.

7. Discuss with the director anything that will help him/her understand and work better with you child.

8. Support your child’s fundraising efforts.  In the world today a band can’t survive if it doesn’t fundraise

9. Help your child with time management.  Especially since a great number of students are involved in many different activities, balancing academics, music, family, sports, and other hobbies can be a hard thing to manage.

Demerits

Students will be assigned demerits for not following the rules set forth in this handbook and for other reasons deemed fitting by Mrs. Lewis, the band staff, or the school administration.  They will include but are not strictly confined to the following:

· Coming late to practice or performance

· Unexcused absences from practices or performances

· Chewing gum during practice or performance

· Not having shoes polished or uniform being untidy for a performance

· Any kind of misbehavior

· Playing other people’s instruments (including percussion!!)

· Disrespect

· Failure to follow the Director’s instructions

· Forgetting uniform parts or instrument parts

· Disobeying any rules listed in this handbook

If a student has a demerit, he/she may not have the luxuries a student without demerits may have.  For instance, students with demerits may be the last ones dismissed to board the buses. 

Demerit march offs – Every other Tuesday after school, students with demerits will have the opportunity to ‘march off’ their demerits.  For every ten minutes of marching, the student will march off one demerit.  No more than 3 demerits may be marched off at one time.  These dates will be announced at the beginning of the school year.

When points are added up at the end of the year, students who have demerits will have points taken away from their total score.  Each demerit they still have will count as 30 points.

Accumulation of 5 demerits – Once a student has 5 demerits, he/she will not be allowed to march at one performance during marching season.  This will occur each time the student accumulates 5 demerits.

Accumulation of 15 demerits – Once a student has accumulated 15 demerits, he/she will be dismissed from the marching band.

Points

Points will be assigned throughout the year for rehearsals and performances.  At the end of the year, awards will be given out to students who have met certain point totals.

Each performance – 40 points

Each rehearsal – 10 points

Passing off a song by assigned date – 10 points

Passing off a song after assigned date – 5 points
Proof of private lessons (must be signed by private instructor) – 40 points

Practice record (must be signed by parent/guardian and turned in the Monday following the week of practice) – 1 point per hour

Other possibilities to earn points will be made available throughout the year.

A detailed list of point totals for awards will distributed in the future.
