Crash Recovery


The Recovery Procedure
I. Get your Live CD and boot the computer from the CD
II. Once the desktop displayed, one of the icons will provide the access to the hard disk. Hard Disk [hdc1] and Hard Disk [hdc2] in figure 1 indicate the available hard disks in the machine. Another possible name is hda1.

III. Click the Hard Disk icon (just one click) to mount the drive. Once you can see the entire file inside the hard disk, select the intended one. Then copy or move it to USB drive (Hard Disk [sda1]) or to the Desktop. This can be done just by dragging the file and drop it to the Desktop or USB drive. After dropping the file you can choose from two available options, whether you want to copy or move it.

IV. Before you can copy or move the file to the USB Drive, you have to mount the drive and make it writable. First, click the Hard Disk [sda1] to mount the drive, then right clicking on it. Several options will appear. Choose option Action then choose Change read/write mode. Once you click on that option, a window with a question whether you want to make this drive writable will pop up, click yes. Next, this USB Drive is ready to accept a new file.
V. Digital camera can be used to replace the function of USB Drive.  But you need the USB cable to connect between the camera and the machine. Once the connection is established, another icon will appear on the desktop like shown in Figure 3.

VI. Before you can save anything on the Digital camera, firstly, you have to mount it. The exact same procedure in mounting the USB Drive will be used here. In addition, you have to make this drive becomes writable before being able to accept any file. Again, the same procedure used on USB drive can be applied here. 
VII. In case you would like to make some modification on the file, several extra steps are needed to perform.

VIII. After getting the file from the hard disk, most of the time, the file is read only, so you will not be able to make some modification. Figure 5 shows the complete steps to change it’s permission into writeable

IX. Firstly, we have to find out where the file is stored. If it is stored in the desktop then type “cd Desktop to access the desktop”. Next type “ls” to list all the files or drives that shown on the desktop. To find out more detail information for each, type “ll.(letter l)” Then, we can see that the permission in TestingI.doc is read only, in order to change the permission into writable type “chmod 777 TestingI.doc and click return key. Next type “ll” again to find out whether the permission has changed or not. Now, the permission for TestingI.doc is –rwxrwxrwx which indicating that it is allowed to be modified.

X. Finally, you can save the modified text on the USB drive or Digital camera. But remember, to change the drive into writable before you save anything into it.
XI. Only by performing several easy steps you will able to access your file from the crash system and you also will able to make some modifications on it.
