Proverbs 2
1
My son, if you accept my words and store up my commands within you,

[accept the words of the Bible and put them in your mind for you can act upon God’s words.]

2
turning your ear to wisdom and applying your heart to understanding,

[listen to the knowledge that is given to you and place in your heart to understand the words of God]

3
and if you call out for insight and cry aloud for understanding,

[ask God to help you with deep understanding and cry out for his understanding]

4
and if you look for it as for silver and search for it as for hidden treasure,

[look for God’s understanding like you would look for valuable things and search for God’s understanding like a pirate’s chest ready to be found and opened to see the mysteries inside of it]

5
then you will understand the fear of the Lord and find the knowledge of God.

[when you gain the following you will understand what ‘the fear of the Lord’ is and you will then consumer full evidence of the supreme being which is God.]

6
For the Lord gives wisdom, and from his mouth come knowledge and understanding.
[the Lord gives you wisdom and by hearing his voice comes knowledge and understanding of his ways.]

7
He holds victory in store for the upright, he is a shield to those whose walk is blameless,

[“victory in store for the upright”—because you are living right he is saying, that the battle you are in, you have already won.  Any trials that come your way, you can overcome them because God says ‘victory is in store for the upright.’

“blameless”—accused for a fault

“shield to those whose walk is blameless”—he protects those ones whose walk with him is embarrassment.  Because to truly be with God, you have to go through embarrassment, you have to go through people making false accusations upon you.]

8
for he guards the course of the just and protects the way of his faithful ones.

[“guards the course of the just”—he protects the direction of the righteous.  When you guard something or someone you make sure nothing can go pass you.  So God is saying that he will make sure that nothing will go pass him to change the direction in which you are going.  Which is towards him, if you are fair and living by his law.

“protects the way of his faithful ones”—if you are faithful to him and show yourself faithful to him, then he will protect the way to which you walk.]

9
Then you will understand what is right an just and fair—every good path.
[when you understand the following passages, ‘you will understand what is right, righteous’ and fair,’ which is a good path towards God.]

10
For wisdom will enter your heart, and knowledge will be pleasant to your soul.

[when you walk in the way of the Lord, good judgment will enter your heart and your soul will love knowledge.]

11
Discretion will protect you, and understanding will guard you.

[“discretion will protect you”—caution will protect you.  When you are cautious there is no way that you can slip and fall.  When you are cautious about the things you do and say then you will be able to stay with God.

“understanding will guard you”—comprehending, or understanding, God will protect  you against all evils.]

12
Wisdom will save you from the ways of wicked men, from men whose words are perverse,

[wisdom will save you form worldliness and from people whose talk is corrupt]

13
who leave the straight paths to walk in dark ways,

[people without God’s understanding leaves the ways of the Lord to walk in the dark.  Walking with the Lord has light and walking without the Lord you have no light.  Why would one rather walk in the dark than in the light.]

14
who delight in doing wrong and rejoice in the perverseness of evil,

[the wicked enjoys doing wrong and celebrates evil.]

15
whose paths are crooked and who are devious in their ways.

[unlike righteous people who walks in a straight path towards God, the wicked walks in a path that goes into all kinds of directions.  The wicked are undecided and indirect in their ways.]

16
It will save you also from adulteress, from the wayward wife with her seductive words,

[wisdom will save you from cheating on your spouse, it will help you stay away from the seductive woman with her evil intensions.]

17
who has left the partner of her youth and ignored the covenant she made before God.

[the adulteress left her husband and ignored the covenant of marriage that states, ‘for better or for worse, for sickness and for health, until death do us part.’]

18
For her house leads down to death and her paths to the spirits of the dead.

[her house is dying and her wicked ways are going to lead her to destruction]

19
None who go to her return or attains the paths of life.

[anyone who goes to adultery will not be able to return or get back onto the track they were going before they met her.]

20
Thus you will walk in the ways of good men and keep to the paths of the righteous.

[you need to walk with good people and you need to keep yourself on the right track}

21
For the upright will live in the land, and the blameless will remain in it;

[the people who believes in God will live in God’s kingdom, and the people who never heard for God will just live without satisfactory]

22
but the wicked will be cut off from the land, and the unfaithful will be torn from it.

[the wicked will not be able to live in God’s kingdom and the backsliders will be taken away from God’s kingdom.]
