Psalms 2:1-12
1 Why do the nations rage?  Why do the people waste their time with futile plans?

[“futile”—useless; Why do we have wars? Why do people waste their time on things that won’t work.}

2 The kings of the earth prepare for battle; the rulers plot together against the LORD and against his anointed one.

3 “Let us break their chains,” they cry, “and free ourselves form this slavery.”

[there are many people on earth who are against the LORD.  They are trying to distort the LORD and Jesus Christ.  They believe that serving the LORD is slavery.]

4 But the one who rules in heaven laughs.  The LORD scoffs at them.

[“scoffs”—taunt; the LORD laughs because what they think, is nonsense. For the LORD said that the battle is not no one else’s, but HIS.]

5 Then in anger he rebukes them, terrifying them with his fierce fury.

[because of what they said the LORD punishes them.]

6 For the LORD declares, “I have placed my chosen king on the throne in Jerusalem, my holy city.”

[no one is a king, but Jesus Christ; because they declared they are God’s chosen one, he punishes them, for that is not so]

7 The king proclaims the LORD’s decree: “The LORD said to me, ‘You are my son.  Today I have become your Father.

8 Only ask, and I will give you the nations as your inheritance, the ends of the earth as your possession.

9 You will break them with an iron rod and smash them like clay pots.”

10 Now then, you kings, act wisely!  Be warned, you rulers of the earth!

[David is warning the people in high positions]

11 Serve the LORD with reverent fear, and rejoice with trembling.

[“reverent”—hold in great regards or religious respect; David tells the people to serve the LORD with a fear that he can punish you.  Rejoice in him while keeping the Fear of the LORD.]

12 Submit to God’s royal son, or he will become angry, and you will be destroyed in the midst of your pursuits—for his anger can flare up in an instant.


But what joy for all who find protection in him!

[the passage is leading into the future.  It talks about Jesus Christ.  David is telling people to submit to God’s son, Jesus Christ.  If they don’t submit God will become angry, and you will be destroyed in the last days.  But whomever submits to Jesus will be protected by God.]
