Describe one recent government initiative/reform, including  its aims and it was/ is implemented 

The government tries to pass laws that benefit the people of the country, they do what they think is best basted on the problems that the people face. Sometimes the government passes laws which are not as effective as it could be, they find out how effective the law is when someone seems to be able to get around it. The government making a reform where the law is made better so a person can not get around it. 

This happened with the Victoria Climbie case, in 1998 seven-year-old Victoria Climbie was brought to Briton in hope of a better life than she currently had in Abobo in the Avory coast, she cam to Briton to live with her aunt Marie-Therese Kouao (Kouao). They first lived in Paris but soon left as Kouao was being pursued by French authorities over benefit payments. 

In July 1999 Victoria and Kouao moved into Carl manning’s (Manning) house, within days Victoria would be suffering abuse at the hands of Manning. On the 14th 0f that month Victoria made her first visit to hospital after the daughter of her childminder suspected non-accidental injuries. The doctor however accepted Kouao’s story that Victoria herself coursed the wounds. 

Still later that same month Victoria was back in the hospital with scolding to her head and face, doctors immediately suspected the injuries were deliberately inflicted. Kouao tells Lisa Arthuworrey her social worker and PC Jones that she poured hot water on Victoria to stop her from scratching her head, she also told them that Victoria 

coursed injuries to herself with utensils.  

On the 6th of august she was discharged from the hospital into the care of Kouao, after explanation of the injuries is accepted by child protection authorities
