Appendix D:  Management of Suspected Intracranial Hemorrhage



Neurologic deterioration


New Headache


Nausea +/- Vomiting


Acute Hypertension





STAT Head CT.


Discontinue infusions of thrombolytics and/or heparin

Resume thrombolytic therapy





Consult Neurosurgery





Draw blood for CBC w/ platelet count, PT,PTT, fibrinogen and D-dimer.


Repeat q 2hrs if bleeding continues





Give FFP 2 units q 6 hrs for 24 hrs after first dose





Give cryoprecipitate 20 units. Check fibrinogen 1 hr after dose of cryo.


Repeat cryoprecipitate 20 units for fibrinogen < 200 mg/dl








Give single donor platelets 4 units





Give protamine sulfate 1 mg/100 U heparin received in last 3 hrs (give initial 10 mg test dose slow IVP over 10 min and observe for anaphylaxis; if stable give entire calculated dose slow IVP up to maximum total dose of 50 mg)
