In addition to your resume, it is recommended that you submit a Preliminary Marketing Plan. 1.  Name of  the target market. (for example computer programmers; former university classmates; clients from a previous job; etc)

2.  How many individuals do you estimate are in this group and how many know you at present.

3.  Why do you believe that the individuals in this market will have money to invest.

4.  What is it about you, your background, your education that will make you attractive to individuals in this market.
