Digital Contest Rules

Eligibility
To enter, you must be a resident of Montgomery County currently enrolled in grades 7-12.  Students graduating from grade 12 during the 2005-2006 school year are eligible to participate.  
Format

Entries must be digital images in natural color. Images must be submitted in JPG format and must not exceed 5 MB in size. 

Copyright

Entries must be submitted by the original photographer.  You must be the sole owner of the copyright of any image submitted.  Students must allow the Montgomery County Pheasant’s Forever Chapter to display the digital images at their annual banquet and on their website for recognition.
Number of Entries

An individual may submit three digital images.
Photo Subject Restrictions

Photos must be appropriate for posting on a public website. Photos should not contain recognizable people. Images should include habitat and wildlife found in Montgomery County.  
Return of Photos

Digital images submitted on CD-ROM format will not be returned. 

Winner

Judges will select the top three images in each category, grades 7-9 and grades 10-12. The entries will be judged based on creativity, photographic quality, and effectiveness in conveying the beauty and unique characteristics of habitat and wildlife in Montgomery County.

Prizes
Each student whose image is selected as a winner will receive a $100 savings bond from the Montgomery County Pheasant’s Forever Chapter. Only one image per student will be selected as a winner.
Submitting Digital Images

Images should be formatted to 72 dpi and no larger than 800 by 600 pixels and no smaller than 400 by 300 pixels.  Panoramic photos are not eligible. Digital images should be submitted via CD-ROM or e-mail to kbassett@uiuc.edu.  Images submitted via e-mail should include the entrant’s full name and the words “Digital Image Contest” in the heading.  Entrants must also provide their name, address, phone number, and grade in school in the e-mail message.  CD-ROM Entries must submit the same information on paper along with the CD.
Image Modifications

Image enhancement such as adding or replacing elements in an image, is not permitted. Images can be cropped and rotated as necessary as long as the rectangular format is maintained and the size is within the specifications. Images can be adjusted for exposure.

Entry Deadline

All entries must be submitted by 4:00 p.m. on August 1st, 2006.  Entries will judged and winners will be notified by August 8th, 2006.  Winners must agree to attend the 2006 Montgomery County Pheasant’s Forever banquet on August 26, 2006 to be recognized and receive their savings bond.  

Winners must also provide either Montgomery County Pheasant’s Forever, University of Illinois Extension Montgomery County or the financial institution issuing the savings bond with their social security number.
