Art Contest for Area Youth

The Montgomery County Chapter of Pheasants Forever along with the University of Illinois Extension in Montgomery County will again be offering an art contest to youth in grades 7-12 in public, private, or home schooling in Montgomery County.  The contest is designed to promote an awareness and appreciation for local wildlife and natural resources among those participating.  

The rules for the contest state that any medium can be used as long as it is on a 12x16 inch paper and includes a depiction of wildlife present in Montgomery County.  The pictures should be turned in to the Montgomery County Extension office at #1 Industrial Park Drive in Hillsboro no later than May 3, 2005 to be judged.  Each entry must have the students name, grade, school, address and phone number on the back of the artwork.  A panel of three judges will review the material and select three winners from the entries in the 7-9th grade and three winners from the entries in the 10-12th grade.  Each winner will receive a $100 savings bond.  A best of show will be chosen from among the six winners and will receive an additional $100 savings bond.  All winners selected will also be honored along with their parents at the annual Pheasants Forever Banquet held in August.
