1. The contest is open to Montgomery County residents enrolled in grades 7-12 in public, private or home schools.

2. Entries submitted must be the original work of the student entering the piece.

3. Entries must not have previously received any type of award/recognition prior to the Montgomery County Pheasants Forever and U of I Extension Art Contest.

4. Students whose artwork is selected for an award will allow Montgomery County Pheasants Forever and U of I Extension to display the entry at the annual Pheasants Forever Banquet August 26, 2006 and to display a digitally reproduced image of the artwork on their website for recognition.

5. Montgomery County Pheasants Forever and U of I Extension are not responsible for damages to artwork due to fire, flood, or any other natural disaster while in their possession.

6. Students whose artwork is selected for an award must agree to provide their SSN to Montgomery County Pheasants Forever/U of I Extension or the financial institution for issuance of the Savings Bond.

7. All entries must be 12” x 16” in size.  Those entries not meeting or exceeding this size will not be considered.  
8. All entries must have the students name, address, phone number, school, and grade printed legibly on the back of the artwork in the right corner.

9. All entries must be submitted by April 21, 2006 to local art teachers or directly to U of I Extension Montgomery County, #1 Industrial Park Drive, Hillsboro, IL.

10. All entries must portray wildlife (animals, fish, insects, amphibians, etc.) and habitat (trees, flowers, grasses, shrubs, etc.) that are found in Montgomery County, Illinois.
