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2007 YOUTH
HABITAT ART CONTEST &
DIGITAL IMAGE CONTEST

Eligibility:  The contest is open to Montgomery County youth enrolled in grades 7-12 in public, private or home school during the 2006-2007 school year.  Entries must not have previously received any type of award or recognition prior to entering this contest.
Entry Deadline:  All entries must be submitted by 4:00 p.m. on May 11, 2007 to the University of Illinois Extension Montgomery County office in Hillsboro or to the student’s respective school art teacher.  Entries will be judged and winners will be notified by May 18, 2007. 

Format:  Digital image entries must be in natural color and in JPEG format.   Artwork must be 12” x 16” in size and can be designed with any medium.  All entries must portray wildlife (animals, fish, insects, amphibians, etc.) and habitat (trees, flowers, grasses, shrubs, etc.) that are found in Montgomery County, Illinois. Entries must be appropriate for display on a public website.
Number of Entries:  An individual may submit one piece of artwork and/or one digital image.

Copyright:   Entries submitted must be the original work of the student entering the artwork or digital image.  You must be the sole owner of the copyright of work submitted.  Students must allow the Montgomery County Pheasants Forever Chapter to display images of their winning entries at the annual banquet and on their website.
Identification:  Artwork must have the student’s name, address, phone number, school, and grade printed legibly on the back right corner.  Digital image files must be saved as the student’s first and last name.

Submitting Digital Images:  Images should be formatted to 1200 x 800 pixels.  They will be displayed through an LCD projector.  Panoramic photos are not eligible.  Digital images should be submitted on CD-ROM or e-mailed to kbassett@uiuc.edu.  Images submitted via e-mail should include the entrant’s full name and the words “Digital Image Contest” in the heading.  E-mails and CD’s should include name, address, phone number, school, and grade.  

Digital Image Modifications:  Image enhancement such as adding or replacing elements in an image, is not permitted.  Images can be cropped and rotated as necessary as long as the rectangular format is maintained and the size is within the specifications.  Images can be adjusted for exposure.

Return of Entries:  Original artwork will be returned to students before the end of the school year.  Digital image entries will not be returned.

Winner:  Entries will be judged on technique, composition, and impact while displaying habitat and wildlife found in Montgomery County.   Judges will select the top three entries in each division, for artwork.  Judges will select the top two entries in each division, grades 7-8 and grades 9-12, for digital images.   
Awards:  Winners will receive a $100 U.S. Savings Bond from the Montgomery County Pheasants Forever Chapter.  Participants may win in both categories.  Winners must attend the 2007 Pheasants Forever Banquet, Saturday, August 25, 2007 in Hillsboro to receive their award. 

Additional Terms:  Montgomery County Pheasant’s Forever and University of Illinois Extension Montgomery County are not responsible for computer system malfunctions or other errors, failures, or delayed computer transactions or network connections that are human or technical in nature or damage to artwork due to fire, flood, or any other natural disaster while in their possession.
