MONTREAL FOOTBALL POOL RULES

1. Each participant in the pool must pick the winning team in each NFL regular season and post season game, taking into account the betting spread as published in the Montreal Gazette on Thursday of each week.  Each winning pick earns the participant 1 point.  Should the difference between the final score of a game exactly equal the published spread, then the game is a loss for all participants.

2. Picks must be registered with the pool commissioner or any other member of the pool by the following times:

Thursday or Saturday games – All picks for those days are to be registered before opening kick-off of the first game to be played on that day.

Sunday and Monday games – All picks for both days are to be registered before opening kick-off of the first game to be played on the Sunday.

No picks will be accepted after opening kick-off of the first game on Sunday, even for games not yet under way.  The commissioner will register his/her picks with another member of the pool (in our case, we exchange our picks, but don’t worry, we don’t cheat – as evidenced by the fact that we both paid the full amount owed last year!)

3. Each participant must pledge $50 (payable at the SuperBowl party).  The total amount pledged by all participants will be divided among the top 3 finishers as follows (subject to change depending on the number of participants):

The 1st place finisher will win twice as much as the 2nd place finisher and the 3rd place finisher will win $100.

4. In addition to the above noted $50 pledge, each participant will pledge $2 per week of regular season games and $2 for the combined total of play-off games (also payable at the SuperBowl).  This weekly pot will be awarded to the highest scoring participant for that week.  In the event of a tie, the pot will be “skinned” to the following week, with the exception of the final skin, which will be divided equally amongst the winners!
