The M&SC began in operation in 1909. Financing
was arranged throught the Grand Trunk (later
CNR). When the M&SC went bankrupt in 1920 the
line became a wholly owned divison of CN. The
line opperated until 1956 when it was shut down.
Some tracks remain in operation between
St-Hubert and Marieville. The M&SC Terminal
still stands at the corner of McGill and Youville.
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The Expo Express

This was Montreal's shortest lived
rapid transit system. Built for the 1967
World's Fair the system was to run
throught the fair grounds to Dominon
Square in downtown Montreal. But
when it was announced that the Metro
would be extended to the site the line
was shortened to run between Place
d'Accueil and La Ronde. It operated
between April and October of 1967
for Expo '67. Then it ran only on the
expo 1slands with an additional stop
at Agriculture between 1968 and 1972.
