(San Jose, CA   2/07/007)—The Mathcounts team from Harker School of San Jose has won the Santa Clara Valley Chapter competition of the Mathcounts contest for 6th, 7th, and 8th graders. The contest was held at San Jose State University on February 3rd, sponsored by the California Society of Professional Engineers. 29 schools brought 200 students to compete in the Chapter this year. Teams of 4 students and up to 4 additional individual entries per school participated.  
Harker team members are all 7th graders:  Revanth Kosaraju (who placed 10th individually), Patrick Yang (5th), Michelle Deng (6th), Albert Wu (13th). Harker’s team is coached by Vandana Kadam.
Second place team award, just a point behind Harker, went to Redwood School of Saratoga.  Redwood team members are Albert Gu (who placed 2nd individually), David Zeng (12th individually), Logan Short (33rd) and Alissa Zhang (14th).  Angela Liang coaches Redwood.
Third place team was William Hopkins Junior High of Fremont, coached by Donna Phair, assisted by Marianna Mao, Jason Shu, and Wenting Cao.  Hopkins team members are Bowei Liu (3rd individually), Sneha Lingam (31st), Roger Chen (32nd), and Dongho Eugene Choi (16th).

4th place team was Miller Middle School of San Jose, whose team members are Alexander J. Lin (who placed 1st individually), Cynthia Day (38th), Kevin He (22nd), and Jack Li (18th).  Pallavi Shah coaches Miller’s team, assisted by April Goodman-Orcutt, Tony Ho, Arushi Kalaimani, and Stephen Giandomenico.
5th place team was John F. Kennedy Middle School of Cupertino, with team members Eric Oh, Kevin Shen (4th individually), Abhijit Pujare (30th), and Jasper Wu (25th).  Kennedy is coached by Sharon Vierhus and Apoorva Rajagopal.  

Individually, first place award went to Alexander Lin of Miller, 2nd place went to Albert Gu of Redwood, 3rd to Bowei Liu of Hopkins, and 4th to 23 year history.  

The top five teams (Harker, Redwood, Hopkins, Miller, and Kennedy), along with six Individual top scorers, will advance to the Northern California finals at UC Davis on March 17th.

Award for Best Small School went to Saint Andrews School of Saratoga for the 5th year in a row, with team members Kevin Mu (26th Individually), Maggie Kane, Nimit Sohoni, and Ben Weems.  Saint Andrew is coached by Paul Kunzel, Sue Dvorak, and Linda Sherburne.
Most Improved School award went to Fisher Middle School of Los Gatos, coached by Jan Blasberg and Vivian Shannon.  Team members are Sally Park, Steven Zierk (40th individually), Jianting He, and Darren Hau.
Best New School award went to Challenger School of Sunnyvale, coached by Fu-Hwa Wang, Sumana Sur, and Thomas Wang.  Team members are David Wang (8th individually, qualifying for the State), Kenny Song, Ernest Chen, and Scott Yuan.
Other individuals qualifying for the State Event were Vishal Arul of Cupertino Middle School (7th individually), Steven Bi of Sunnyvale Middle School (11th individually), Tony Zhao of Fremont Christian (15th), and Harker Individual Entries Ramya Rangan (9th) and Ian Wolfe (17th)..
For the oral Countdown Round portion of the competition, a crowd of over 250 overflowed the Science Auditorium at San Jose State University.  In the final, Bowei Liu of Hopkins beat out Kevin Shen of Kennedy.  3rd place went to Steven Zierk of Fisher, and 4th to Alexander Lin of Miller.
