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Description:

Based in the large city of Xanadu, Indiana, Hawkins Elementary School is in a public school system, based by township divisions, funded by local taxpayers’ property taxes.  Established with the opening of the school in 1956, the Library Media Center today serves 698 kindergarteners through fourth graders.  Ethnically, Caucasian students are a majority at 79%, followed by African Americans at 11% and Hispanics at 5%.  Economically, 34% of the student body receives free or reduced lunch.  However, the ISTEP math and English scores are right at the state average at 71.9%.  The school improvement plan is focused on language arts and math improvement.  The LMC is part of the specials rotation with each class visiting once a week for 40 minutes.  Serving faculty and students, the media specialist is split between this school and one other elementary school in the township.
