Professional Plan

Title:  Multimedia American Patriotic Symbol Presentations with Kid Pix Deluxe 4

Activity:  Workshop on integrating KidPix Deluxe 4 software into school curriculum

Audience:  Primary Teachers

Approx. Time: 2 hours

Objective: 

At the end of this workshop, teachers will create a sample KidPix slideshow that utilizes sound, animation, original artwork, text, and transition effects.

Materials needed:

Notebook computer (plus appropriate cabling to connect it to data projector)
Data projector

Blank wall or screen

20 copies of a single page featuring a symbol in Uncle Sam and Old Glory: Symbols of America (page 32 “The Log Cabin”)
Presentation packets

Tutorial worksheet

Feedback surveys

Files of KidPix sample slideshow

PowerPoint presentation slideshow

KidPix software loaded on notebook computer and 20 lab computers
Introductory Activity:

1.  Settle teachers into library large group area.  Have projection screen, projector and notebook computer ready to go with PowerPoint presentation and KidPix sample slideshow ready to execute.
2.  Hand out presentation packets (PowerPoint presentation with spot for notes on the side and printed KidPix slides)

3.  Go through PowerPoint presentation (presents how KidPix can work for them in classroom activities)

4.  Show KidPix sample slideshow.  Explain the different features I used as I go.

Interactive Portion:
5.  Have teachers gather around computers.  Have a KidPix software installed on each computer and a KidPix icon on each desktop. Hand out tutorial pages and copied page from book (“The Log Cabin”) for information to use for KidPix project.  

6.  Each teacher will work through the tutorial to create each of the following pages.

· Title page with Name, Date and Type of Project

· Introduction (Eye Catching Idea about symbol)

· One hand-drawn image of symbol

· Idea web about symbol with four bubbles sprouting from main idea

· 1 content with paragraph of text about the symbol

· Conclusion page (“The End”)

7.  As they go, teachers will include the following elements on at least one of the pages.  (Each element doesn’t have to be on each page.)

· Text

· Hand-drawn graphic

· Background sounds

· Stickers and/or Stamps (Pre-made graphics made by the computer software)

· Animated graphic (pre-made by the computer software)

· Background scene

· Transition sounds between slides

· Transition effects between slides

8.  I will monitor the progress of the slide production, giving help where needed.

Conclusion:

9.  Teachers will share their completed slideshows with the rest of the group. 

10.  I will ask teachers if they can think of other ways that this software could be used in other content and context.

11.  Thank them for coming and tell them that 5 copies of Uncle Sam and Old Glory: Symbols of America will be available for checkout in the media center if they wish to do this project or use the content in the book.
