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VIRTUALISM
( I used Virtualism for my literary theory and writing as early as 1993. To the best of my knowledge, it was for the first time that this term was applied (in any case not spread in aesthetics and poetics). 

( In the essay Text and Hypertext (1995) I mentioned “the possibility of the poetics of virtualism”.

(The outlines of  such a poetics were indicated in my novel Triballian
 net (1996), pages 26-27:

( THE MANIFEST OF VIRTUALISM

1. VIR (Lat.) Man; Culture… VIS VITALIS NON VITIOUSUS… If  abandoned by God, men must not be deserted by the creator/artist…

2. VIRTU (Ital.) Beauty; Perfection… Play, not pure performance; Art, not simply the craft…

3. VIRTUAL (Eng.) OMNI- (-potent, -form, -dimen-sional, -phone…) reality…

4. –ISM: I (History and Anthropology), S (Symbo-lics), M (Myth), I (Informatics, Communication),  S (Semiotics), M (Music)…

Bringing back the dignity to the existence and the art.

(Today, the term Virtualism is broadly applied to the “weak” postmodernist theory, philosophy and, predominantly, as an economic concept… 

(Although, in the meantime, I redirected my interests to the new concept (CREALISM) in my new book (dealing with problems of Literature, Semiotics and Anthropolo-gy) I intend to evaluate the advantages and disad-vanta-ges of the concept of Virtualism in literary theory.

�*A Thracian people whose earliest-known home was the "Triballian plain" in  now a days Serbia, near the junction of the Angrus and Brongus rivers (the western and southern Morava). In 339 BC they refused to allow Philip II of  Macedon to pass through the Haemus (Balkan) Range unless they received a share of his booty. Philip forced a passage but was wounded in the hostilities. Alexander the Great in 335 crossed the Haemus and defeated the Triballi. 


* For a long period of time historians used to identify Serbs and Triballi (M. H. Pouqueville, in early 19 century: Serviens, surnommés Triballes).  
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
