….Lutz broke off a 31 – yard run. Fullback Jonathon Smith rumble in from 8 yards out on the next carry for a 14 – 0 lead.

Camp Hill had two more possession in the first half but managed just 39 yards. Smith helped the Lions’ struggle with a pair of sacks.


“Camp Hill claimed to have the best defense all week, but we stood out more,” Smith said. “It’s just teamwork and working together and there’s a lot of that here.”


After the lions opened the third quarter with just one first down and a pair of punts, Smith made them pay again.
