Science Career Project

You will be allowed to chose a career from the list of about 130+ careers that I have found. If there is something science related that you don’t see on the list and you would like to research it, please let me know when you sign up and if I think that it is feasible, then you can do it. Get permission FIRST!

Below you will find the time line for when the project will be done. It is subject to change based on when the computer lab is available. This may be a project that goes a couple days at a time, with class work being done in between, so DON’T LOSE YOUR WORK!!

Ultimately, you will be presenting to me your research in the product of a brochure. If you think that there is another way that you would like to present your work, please explain it to me. The more creative you are, the better. I do not want to limit you in what you can dream up. As long as your product contains all the required information in a neat and legible way, try to be unique. 

Day 1 –Peruse a classroom copy of possible careers. You will read from the list and write down the top 10 careers that would interest you. I ask for so many because there will be only one person in each class doing that career. 

Day 2 – Decide which career you want to research and get it approved. Then begin researching.

Day 3 –  Last day to do research in the computer lab. You are more than welcome to do research at home, at a public library, actual interviews, etc. 

During this time there will be spot checks for your hand-written notes. I will ask that they be turned in, and I will look them over. Keep them safe and with you each day. 

You need to be neat and plan this out. It cannot be done quickly because then it will look sloppy. You may make a tri-fold brochure, covering all parts of it. Or, you may create something different and unique – as long as all of the following are included: 

· Complete title(s) of your career.

· Brief description of the job. What it would include- responsibilities. This section might be good bulleted. 

· What kind of person would be needed to hold this job – their characteristics, personalities, strengths, likes.

· Base salary (what you start with). Any other information pertaining to salary would be useful, but not necessary for the grade.

· What degree(s) you would need to have to get/hold this job. Any other information about education would be interesting, but not necessary.

· Where would this job be held? In a classroom, lab, office, outside? Give a general description of what the workplace would look like. 

· For 3 points extra credit, you may list (with their websites) what colleges you could attend to get the degree to hold this job.

· There must be lots of graphics and color! You may cut and paste pictures from the computer; stickers; hand drawn; traced. Nothing glued on, though because it might come off. 

*** By the second or third day of researching, if you want to change your career you can (not too likely in the real world, though!) After that time you must complete what you have started.

Please review in the code of conduct about plagiarism. I know how a seventh grader talks, and I know how a college educated person talks who has probably written most of the websites that you will be visiting. DO NOT simply cut and paste information. I want hand-written notes taken. If a parent helps you, also be aware that you need to put things in your own words!!
